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Mozambique continued to see the trend of positive economic growth of an estimated 7%, fueled by the
rapid development of the extractive industries sector. The UN sagldts engagement in this sector with

the aim of becoming an honest and effective broker. The visits of the UN Secretary General, the Director
General of ILO, the Executive Secretary ofB@M\ and a joint Roundtable with the World Economic Forum,
contributed significantly to strengthened dialogue and opportunities for working with key actors in the
sector and in emphasizing sustainable and inclusive growth and development models.

2013 was also a year affected by two major developments; the onset of skveding early in the year and
deterioration in the politicakecurity situation. In midanuary large floods hit southern Mozambique, driving
up to 150,000 people out of their homes and affecting the lives of 300,000. During the first months of the
year therefore, humanitarian action was at the first focus of the UN as the UN Humanitarian Country Team
WG led the UN emergency response operations with support from ¢émér& Emergencyrelief Fund
(CERE)JUN OCHA and contribution by Iceland theOne UNFondfor procurement of seesl The UN team
efficiently assisted affected communities with food, shelter, sanitation, and, further into the year, the
support to the reestablishment of livelihoods, cleaning of water points, rebuilding of schools and of
infrastructure. The work that continued into early recovery and rehabilitationnderscores the necessity
and challenges of the UNCT to stand well prepared for both emergency assistance in the-gisaeer
Mozambique, while not losing focus on letegm develgment operations.

Following initial increasgtensions between the Frelimo Government and Renamo opposition beginning in
April 2013, the latter part of the year witnessed a sudden upscale of armed confrontations between the two
parties (for the first timesince the Peace Accords in 1992). The government capture of the Renamo base,
Santugira located in central Mozambique, in October led to several armed attacks and exchanges and
eventually a Renamo boycott of the local elections.

MOZAMBIQUE ONE UN FUND

In2012,the UN translated UNDAF result areas into 18 joint activities. The One fund Steering Committee
decided to allocate $13.4 million from to these initiatives. The funds were transferred late 2012 to
participating agencies and therefore most initiatiwesre implemented in 2013.

The joint initiatives have been contributing to outputs under all eight UNDAF outcomes. The initiatives were

chosen following joint assessment and planning with Government done by sector specialist from relevant UN

agencies. Thproposals for the joint initiatives were screened by the UN country team before submitted and
approved by the One UN fund Steering Committee. All in all 19 UN agencies participated in delivering these
initiatives.

As a result of
UN strong advocacy and technical support, sexual and reproductive health is a priority in the Plan, including
for the first time, the communitypased family planning as a core intervention to accelerate access to Family
Planning.

PURPOSE AND SCOPE
Despite rapid economic growth, Mozambique remains one of the poorest countries in the world. Over 50 %

of the population lives in chronic poverty with tremendous challenges to have their rights to basieservic
fulfilled.

In response to this, the UN in Mozambique works in areas of Health, Nutrition and Food Security, Education,
water and Sanitation and Built environment, and Social Protection, under the banner of the Social
Development results group, collataiing to make a difference for the most vulnerable people in

Mozambique in these vital areas.

The Social Development Results Group (SDRG) came to life in early 2012, as a part of the n912

In 2013, the UN supported the recruitment of two technical staff to the National Council of Basic Social
Secuity, provided material support to the Executive Secretary of the National Council of Basic Social Security
in order to carry out its functions, and provided technical support to the Council including supplies. As a
result, the National Council of Basic b&ecurity had its first meeting last year. This year the UN will focus

on technical support to the CNSSB in the review of the Basic Social Security Strategy.

The UN commissioned research to support the review of the programs; supported the trainthgs of

Ministry of Women and Social Action (MMAS) and the National Institute for Social Action (INAS) technical
staff; designed new regulations in the area of Civil registration, as well as alternative care; and contributed to
the development of new guidelas for the members of Protection Committees and Permanent Committees.
One of the significant challenges is that the Government is overwhelmed with support and activities from
different partners and has difficulties in keeping up with workload.

The Child Friendly Schools (CFS) initiative reached out nearly 350,000 children in seven districts in seven
provinces (CatDelgado, Nampula, Zambézia, Tete, Manica,Gaza and Sdalst)of the schools in these
districts now have at least five basic elements of the CFS intervention including: functioning school councils,
health screening, water and sanitation facilitiesygisosocial support; school based life skills programme.

In the first phase, school feeding reached more than 74,000 children in two districts in Tete province with
daily hot meals produced with local fortified commodities. This was supported by a foelidaring

component, and capacity building of teachers and community for local procurement of food and its
management. Reviews have shown an increase in school attendance levels in these districts drop outs
reduced from 9.1% to 5.9% and pass rate alseamed to 91.8% as compared to 88.5% registered in 2012.
This was complemented by supporting development of nutrition education modules to be integrated into
teacher training. Draft of nutrition education content for primary school has been developedistgssion

in progress with the Ministry of Education (MINED) for its integration in teacher training.

Another significant development was the inclusion of the issues of road safety, promotion of alcohol and
tobacco free environment in schools in the Schdehlth Package implemented by MINED in collaboration
with Health.

In 2012, the UN identified social protection as a signatory issue. With One Fund resources;the U
represented by UNICEF, the WFP and ILO, recognized partners of the PARP Social Action Work
Group- has contributed to stnegthening the social protection system and programs primarily by
providing support and technical assistance to the Government of Mozambique, namely Ministry g
Women and Social Affairs (MMAS), and civil society organizations including the PlatforrhQsciaey
for Social Protection and trade union federations. Support has focused on strengthening the follo
arenas of work:

At the national level, technical support was providedi@veloping the regulations for system for

guaranteeing and managing quality, standards for school and teacher training institutes. Based on the results
from field testing phase, MINED is expanding the pilot on quality standards for primary schools from 260
schools to 900 in 2014.

The need to focus on vulnerable groups was highlighted by the completion and presentation of bt Out

reasons and the dical points in schooling where children are leaving the system without completing

primary education. An important achievement was the approval of the National School Feeding Strategy by
the Councils of Ministers which will support in efforts to retairidriein in school.

step forward.

In-service trainings to improve the quality of teacher training will be facilitated by clasteyols in a shift
towards decentralised support rather than reliance on teacher training institutes. A comprehensive study on
teacher issues is nearing completion. The study includes projection of teacher needs for the future, training,
professional devepment, teacher management with regard to recruitment, deployment, turnover and
professional status, career management, salaries, the professional and social context including motivation
and incentives. The results of the study are expected to inforrméti@nal policy on reforming teacher
education and continuous development.

In programmes and services delivery, UN agencies supported the new Malaria Policy and the Malaria
Strategic Plan (201:2016), the Malaria Vector Control Strategy and the Expanded Prograhme o
Immunization (EPI) country muitear plan and of a national upgrade plan of the cold chain system.
Furthermore, as a result of advocacy and technical support, sexual and reproductive health is a priority in
the above mentioned HSSP afwat the first time, community based family planning (FRjs set a a core
intervention to accelerate access to FP. It is worthwhile mentioning that one third of the key indicators
within the HSSP are related to Sexual and Reproductive Health.

In various fora, the UN adeated for the increase in state budget allocated to health. Although allocation to
health for 2014 did not increase as a percentage of total state budget (it remained at 7%), it increased in
absolute terms. The UN also successfully leveraged signifigamiras of funding, including for example via
support to the finalisation of the Global Fund Round 9 Phase 2 proposal for malaria and to several
applications in the area of immunisation (funding for new vaccines and for health systems strengthening
from GAY (USD 25m).

The UN leveraged funding to ensure the delivery of a package of cost effective child survival and
development and reproductive healgervices in two rounds of National Health Weeks that reached
approximately 4 million children under 5 per round and 231,336 and 274,735 women of reproductive age
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(nearly 95% of the proposed target). The package included polio (round 1) and measle{round
vaccination, vitamin A supplementation, deworming, nutrition screening, family planning services and birth
registration.

With regards to Integrated Management of Childhood illnesses (IMClynimaly findings from the Health
Facility Survey on IMCI showed that only 51% of health facilities (out of 93 health facilities assessed) have
health workers trained in IMCI, probably due to a high staff turnover . The survey also showed that 58%
health fecilities are lacking ORT corner to provide children under five with appropriate treatment for
diarrhoea.

in and around the issue of civil registration and vital statistics improving the work carried out by the UN
agencies that bilaterally support them. The integration of birth registration within the Child Health Weeks
resulted in more than 345,000 children between the ages-5fy@ars being registered within the two €hi

Health Weeks that took place in 2013. The mobile brigades initiative resulted in 784,358 children being
registered in 2013.

Joint Initiativesupported through the One fund
Improving Human Rights Protection for Vulnerable People in Mozambique

Thisinitiative aims to build capagjtfor provision of human rights (HR) protection to the most vulnerable peg
in Mozambique. The activities will focus on central level governance institutions, as well as actors which
role in upholding human rights at the decentralized level irr fay provinces in Mozambique. The overall
objective is to strengthen the capacity of human rights duty bearers at central level and in priority provincg
protect vulnerable people in Mozambique.

The study of different solutions of outreach to decetiitad areas of the country by the National Human Righ
commission was initiated in 2013 and exchange visits were carried out to Zambia and Uganda to seek
experience and lessons on outreach at decentralized level. After consulting with CSOs and auttiorities
different provinces, a midterm strategy was proposed, that includes placing boxes for individual claims wi
CSOs of each province and a long term plan to open Satellite Offices in the North and Center of the Cour

Under the migration flow managemeéarea, key achievements in 2013 include: a) recruitment of the legal
specialist to review the Mozambican legal framework as regards migrant rights and protection and the
finalization of the legal review methodology; b) the elaboration of the chaptembircarruption measures and
procedures for the use of custom officers by UNICRI. Moreover, IOM and UNHCR also strengthened thei
relationship to respond to the everyday challenges of mixed migration, especially related to migrants in
detention in Maputo Gy.

UNICEF supported birth registration of 20.000 people at risk of statelessness in Tete Province. The joint

UNHCR/UNICEF project on statelessness unfortunately did not come to fruition due to a Ministerial level

decision. Due to the nature of the profawhich was essentially to register adults in risk of statelessness the
Minister of Justice decided that it would be a high risk project which could result in the registration of forei
specifically taking into account that it was an election year (icipal elections). The project focus had thus to
be reformulated and the funds were diverted towards the normal birth registration programme carried out
UNICEF, but with a focus on Tete Province.Expenditure in 2013 was 328,770 US$ which represeotsz0,5
total funds for theinitiative (650,000 US$).
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CROSS CUTTING ISSUES
Gender: The disaggregation of data on beneficiaries in Government Repamadesmandatory in 2013.

This effort coupled with coaching and close monitoring to 238 planners at all levels resulted in an increased
level of fulfilment of the harmonized guidelines for the elaboration of Government Annual Plans and
Reports. There is edeénce that 88% have followed the minimum requirement of data disaggregation by sex
of which 15% included in addition specific actions aimed at addressing identified gender issues.

HIV and AIDS: The UN enabled the Parliament and the National AIDS @oavisiet to 2 HIV Laws (Law on
HIV in the Workplace and Law on stigma and discrimination). With support from UN the Parliament hold
Y2NB GKIyYy n O2yadzZ FGA2y aSaairzya gAGK NBt SOyl
networks and the geeral awareness on HIV and Human Rights increased greatly among relevant
government institutions in both central and local level as a consequence of UN support and specialized
training on Gender, HIV and Human Rights during consultation process. Theaatmsprocess was held

with the Private Sector and informal sector association as well and resulted in the 2 Laws being more
enriched with contributions and more commitment from Municipal authorities.

With UN support a tool to Integrate HIV and Gendelaked Issues into Environmental Assessment was
introduced in Mozambique, as the Country is amongst the African countries where the governments are
prioritizing large capital projects (on roads, bridges, dams, railways) and investments in extractitreemdus

Indirect Support CostsThe timing of when Indirect Support Costs are charged to a project depends on each
Participating Organization's financial regulations, rules or policies.

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COST RECOVERY
Cost recovery policies for the Fund are guided by the applicable provisions of the Terms of Reference, the

MOU concluded between the Administrative Agent and Participating Organizations, and the SAAs concluded
between the Administrative Agent and Contributors, based on rates approved by UNDG.

The policies in place, as of 31 December 2013, were as follows:

U The Administrative Agent (AA) fee: 1% is charged at the time of contributor deposit and covers services
providedon that contribution for the entire duration of the Fund. In the reporting period US$ 44,325
was deducted in Afees. Cumulatively, as of 31 December 2013, US$ 871,903 has been charged in AA
fees.

U Indirect Costs of Participating Organizations: Partigfiga©rganizations may charge 7% indirect costs. In
the current reporting period US$ 907,798 was deducted in indirect costs by Participating Organizations.
Cumulatively, indirect costs amount to US$ 4,863,600 as of 31 December 2013.

U Direct Costs: The Fumgdbvernance mechanism may approve an allocation to a Participating Organization
to cover costs associated with Secretariat services and overall coordination, as well as Fund level reviews
and evaluations. These allocations are referred to as 'direct cs®013, direct costs were US$
177,100. Cumulatively, direct costs amount to US$ 177,100 as of 31 December 2013.
