Training by FAO/UNEP to State, National stakeholders and development partners held in October revealed that where haffirs were built in appropriate locations, they have been effective in reducing conflict. The knowledge generated and the discussions from the FAO/UNEP assessment workshop, generated very useful information for future planning and implementation of water harvesting structures to maximise on peacebuilding. The training enhanced skills and guidelines in gender mainstreaming, natural resource management committees, and environmental impact assessment. This enhanced the knowledge and skills in personnel, in planning and implementing conflict sensitive water harvesting developments.

UNICEF commenced meetings for at risk out of school youth to equip them with both accelerated learning and initiated conflict resolution dialogue with the support of the community elders.

Guidelines for establishment of community institutions (NRMC) for management of water harvesting facilities were shared and trained with state and national stakeholders in the Ministry of Water

Local peace dialogue processes for youth have commenced in Pibor and Minkaman. Initial youth consultations are underway. UNICEF managed to create partnership with the local Presbyterian Church for centres for the youth meetings, bringing together youth, women leaders and community chiefs.     



Reasons for low achievement and rectifying measures

Since the breakout of conflict in Juba, South Sudan in December 2013 to the present, conflict has been on-going in three main states; Unity, Upper Nile and parts of Jonglei. Three RUNOs have been operating in Jonglei. This slowed down activities since most of the staff were evacuated from Juba in December and returned within the 1st quarter of 2014. Access to the activity locations was a challenge. However in May of 2014, a peace agreement was made between the government and David Yau Yau. As a result agencies gradually returned and feasibility assessments were possible. Project implementation was then possible in late September, early October. 

The rainy season however still hampers the onset of the construction of haffirs along the migratory routes. This will commence once the dry season starts in late December, early January 2015.

Construction works are yet to commence after the wet season, which will hopefully end in the middle of December 2014. As such trainings on hygienic use of water to reduce waterborne diseases have also not commenced.

The one outcome to improved access of water is that the contractors for the construction of haffirs and boreholes are already in place and their machinery is in Bor. Their work packages are also all laid out.     

Reasons for low achievement and rectifying measures

Construction work did not commence in December in 2013 as planned due to the conflict that broke out between sections of the SPLA in Juba. This conflict soon spread to Jonglei, Unity and Upper Nile states affecting access for UNOPS to their location of construction. 

The challenge of implementation during the rainy season was foreseen from May to late mid December in the risk log. As a result, UNOPS now waits the dry season to commence their activities.

613 youth in total have been registered for ALP. In Pibor 125 youth, 20 women leaders and 11 community chiefs have started consultations.

The mobilisation of out of school youth has yielded in discussions with elders and youth groups in Pibor, which resulted in wider community endorsement of planned youth activities and promotion of youth inclusion in local dialogue and peacebuilding activities.

The main problem was access to Jonglei State to initiate activities that was hampered by the conflict mentioned earlier. The rainy season was foreseen, however, it would not have stopped the training of youth. The biggest challenge therefore was the on-going conflict with Jonglei as one of the current red States in South Sudan.

Youth and women were provided with marketable technical skills: 164 young women and men trained in food processing and hospitality in Jonglei State, 34 Trainer of Trainers (TOTs) trained in fish processing and preservation, 79 fishermen trained in fish processing and preservation. 98 women young men and women trained in milk and by- products production. 65 young men and women trained in hides and skins, 35 young men trained in motor bike mechanics and 30 young men and women trained in solar energy in Bor County. 

4 food-processing groups formed during the training will start savings groups as well in Bor County.

Livelihoods have improved since the skills training commenced. Women and youth who recently experienced lose of income during the conflict that continued from January 2014 and subsided around August 2014 now have new skills in bakery, hospitality, milk processing, fish processing and preservation, to earn income and recoup their income loss. 

Fresh new skills in motorbike, solar energy equipment repair and hides and skin processing have also been acquired and are very relevant to the current economy in Bor especially.

As mentioned earlier, the conflict in Jonglei State was the main reason that activities did not commence. 
1.2 Assessment of project evidence base, risk, catalytic effects, gender in the reporting period
	Evidence base: What is the evidence base for this report and for project progress? What consultation/validation process has taken place on this report (1000 character limit)?
	Extensive consultations with partners have been on an on-going basis to keep track of activities sites and environments for carrying out activities. The report is a collation of project reports, field visits to Bor County and Pibor Greater Administrative Area as well as meetings and trainings held in Juba. Joint monitoring visits with UNICEF and UNIDO/ILO and the South Sudan PBF Secretariat were carried out in October to validate the status of activities.         

	Funding gaps: Did the project fill critical funding gaps in peacebuilding in the country? Briefly describe. (1500 character limit)
	The four RUNOs activities are filling in huge funding and programmatic gaps based on the Peacebuilding Priority Plan that was set before the onset of the activities. Based on the limited data available, youth literacy for at risk youth is providing new opportunities for enhancing development and social cohesion. The literacy is being complimented by the skills training being offered by UNIDO/ILO.

On the other hand, the knowledge generated from the assessment of water harvesting structures carried out by FAO/UNEP has generated very useful information which will be used by the government and development partners in future planning and implemention of water harvesting structures such as haffirs and boreholes to ensure that these are conflict sensitive with gender, environmental impact and natural resource management put into consideration. 
Once UNOPS constructs 4 haffirs and 4 boreholes in the Greater Pibor Administrative Area, potentially this will reduce conflict incidents along migratory routes where the haffirs are constructed, reduce the travel time to water sources as well as provide labour to youth during the construction.    


	Catalytic effects: Did the project achieve any catalytic effects, either through attracting additional funding commitments or creating immediate conditions to unblock/ accelerate peace relevant processes? Briefly describe. (1500 character limit)
	On the general, the RUNOs have managed to create very close relationships with the local authorities and most importantly with their government counterparts. This was evident during the monitoring visits. 

Most profound was the community mobilization and engagement which successfully yielded support in kind to the activities being carried out. A few examples include; i) Training grounds provided by the Ministry of Labour and Human Resources in Bor (for free) for vocational training. ii) In Pibor, the local Presbyterian Church offered to host one of the Accelerated Learning Programs as a centre.
This support sends a positive signal of the community's support towards development issues. It also gives an indication of their ownership of the activities being carried out, an indicator of sustainability, and utilization of their local assets for the common good for the community. 



	Risk taking/ innovation: Did the project support any innovative or risky activities to achieve peacebuilding results? What were they and what was the result? (1500 character limit)
	The RUNOs made in-roads in creating very innovative ways in mobilising and engaging their local communities. Some of these are described above with new engagements at community level to secure partnerships and use of community assets for training activities in both Bor and Pibor.  

	Gender: How have gender considerations been mainstreamed in the project to the extent possible? Is the original gender marker for the project still the right one? Briefly justify. (1500 character limit)
	The RUNO partners continued to make efforts to reach out to women and girls in their programming. This was however met with the challenges of the conflict which saw many women suffer the brant of the conflict. Many were displaced to the Protection of Civilian Centres (POCs). In many of the youth meetings, it was difficult to get many young women attend trainings or meetings, for the same reason. However, numerous efforts continued to be made to achieve higher numbers. This trend was however compounded by the social construct of the community which is highly partriachal. 
For vocational training in Bor however, more women were engaged in the food and milk processing training. As heads of households, the training was useful in developing new skills for economic empowerment to better support their families.

	Some parts of Jonglei states continued to be insecure. However, the Greater Pibor Administrative Area (GPAA) has a new political dispensation after the May agreement between the government and David Yau Yau's administration. The GPAA is now formerly endorsed by the government and budget allocations made for its development. 

With the new Administrator's support - David Yau Yau, there is full support for the ongoing activities ranging from ALP, vocational skills training and construction of haffirs and boreholes.

	Lesson 1 (1000 character limit)
	Flexibility in times of crisis is critical for project implementation: The situation in South Sudan took a turn in December 2013 because of conflict. This was not expected to last. However it became protracted and spread to other states, and has been ongoing to the present.  However, RUNOs worked around the circumstances as best as they could to ensure their beneficiaries were catered for. Extensive discussions were made with partners both at government, NGO and at community levels to best address displacements especially. UNICEF was mindful of the huge population that migrated to Minkaman from Twic East; and is providing advanced learning programmes in that location. The other RUNOS have been flexible with the new administrative arrangements dictated by the formation of the Greater Pibor Administrative Area (GPAA), to adjust their activities to be relevant to the needs of the beneficiaries. 

	Lesson 2 (1000 character limit)
	Maintaining constant buy-in from local partners is essential for development: Across all the RUNO partners, continued consultations were maintained with their partners at government level and community level.  A smooth process of this engagement was evident with the participation of one of the local churches in Pibor providing a venue as a youth learning center. The same was evident with the cooperation of the Ministry of Labour and Human Resources providing a venue free of charge for the vocational training of youth in Bor.  

This not only indicates community acceptance of the development actvities but also participation and ownership.  


	Lesson 3 (1000 character limit) 
	Young women's involvment in dialogue processes a challenge: The RUNO partners especially UNICEF has had a challenge engaging young women in peace building and conflict resolution dialogue processes.  The explanations made by the peer male counterparts alluded to the socialisation of the commuity. Two main reasons given was that first, women were too shy to speak before men. Secondly, that the women had too many chores to be available for such forums. However, more efforts are being made to draw more young women to attend the meetings.

RUNOs have effectively coordinated with government, community level leadership as well as their NGO partners. Of great encouragement is the coordination at agency level. One example is that of UNIDO/ILO and UNICEF who are both working with youth in similar locations of Pibor. They have held discussions geared towards complimenting efforts as well as avoiding duplication. 

Joint monitoring visits between the South Sudan PBF Secretariat and UNIDO/ILO and UNICEF to their activities has helped to verify reports as well as the coherence of the project. Very encouraging was the cooperation shown by government counterparts and community leadership towards the RUNO projects. 

Due to the delayed commencement of RUNO activities, FAO/UNEP and UNICEF applied for No-Cost Extensions which were granted by the Joint Steering Committee as follows; 4 months to 31st December 2014 and 10 months to 31st August 2015 respectively. UNOPS is yet to commence their activities in the dry season, and they envision the need for a No-Cost Extension based on when the dry season starts. 

The insecurity in South Sudan remains unpredictable, however, as the Greater Pibor Administrative Area continues to be peaceful, due to the peace agreement between the government and David Yau Yau, a lot more activities will be achieved in the region.
