Magradze (GEC Member): For the time being, the current budget reflects the gender needs’ inclusion in the healthcare programmes and etc. but is not structured according to the specific gender analysis whereas such structure would more transparently reflect how is the budget targeted to different needs of men/women. Are you planning to start working more actively towards this target, which in its way will be a huge step forward and will clearly demonstrate whether the gender analysis of budget is achievable? 

N.Khaduri (Minister of Finance): In reference to Ms Magradze’s question, I would like to point out that several days ago I participated in the discussion of Gender Budgeting Project issues together with Ms Manana K. Several municipalities already have gender budgets in place. When we proceed with the programme budgeting, we will highlight more issues, except in reference to the gender neutral projects. In other cases we will use our efforts to bring forward the gender aspects.
