KEY DEVELOPMENTS  

Overall, the macroeconomic foundations remain strong and MozambiqueΩs economy is expected to continue 

to grow in the coming years. In the year 2014, the economy experienced a growth of approximately 7.4 

percent, 0.4% lower of the initial projected growth but still sustained. The main drivers of growth continue 

to be public expenditure and Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) flowing mostly into infrastructure development 

and mega-projects. Growth in the agricultural sector has slowed down in comparison to 2013 and pace of 

industrialization remains behind regional comparators. Main concerns are around high public debt levels and 

future economic prospects and investments due to the decline of global commodity prices, including oil, gas 

and coal. 

Key areas of the national development agenda showed continued and promising gains in 2014, including 

child mortality reductions, improved access to safe water and primary education, new youth employment 

initiatives underway, disaster preparedness capacity, expansion of the electricity grid and energy access. 

Other critical areas have not have not shown the same progress ς chronic under nutrition of children under 5

new infection rates remain high in particular among young girls, and household agricultural production is not 

a strong enough contributor to food security.     

During the course of 2014 there were heightened security issues in the country as a result of the armed 

violence and increased political tensions between the Government and the main opposition party RENAMO. 

The tensions were characterized by local military activities in the central province of Sofala which led to 

frequent fatalities among civilians and militants from both parties, and to destruction of property and public 

infrastructures. This situation restricted the movement of vehicles and civilians along the main road linking 

the central and northern regions of the country to the South.  It also necessitated a travel restriction for UN 

Staff in Sofala province which had an adverse impact on the implementation of planned development 

programme activities. 

A cease fire agreement was signed on 5 September creating an appropriate atmosphere for the Presidential 

elections on 15 October 2014. However, the main issues opposing RENAMO to the Government remained 

under discussion. The points include the disarmament and integration of RENAMO militants in to the army 

and police, the establishment of non-partisan state institutions and economic inclusion issues. The electoral 

process slowed down the implementation of UN programmes in the second half of the year, as key 

Government officials were involved in the preparation of the elections.   

This combined picture and context forms the basis of the UNCT Mozambique agenda for 2015 as we move to

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MOZAMBIQUE ONE UN FUND 

In 2012, the UN translated UNDAF result areas into 18 joint activities. The One fund Steering Committee 

decided to allocate $13.4 million from to these initiatives. The funds were transferred late 2012 to 

participating agencies and the initiatives were implemented in 2013 and 2014.  

The joint initiatives have been contributing to outputs under all eight UNDAF outcomes. The initiatives were 

chosen following joint assessment and planning with Government done by sector specialist from relevant UN 

agencies. The proposals for the joint initiatives were screened by the UN country team before submitted and 

approved by the One UN fund Steering Committee. All in all 19 UN agencies have participated in delivering 

these initiatives.

maternal health, started implementation in January 2012 and will be completed in 2015. A more elaborated 

report has been prepared by the UN team implementing the programme and is to be found separately on 

MPTF website.  

During the year UN Mozambique submitted a proposal to the new Delivering Results Together Fund (DRT-F) 

to strengthen policy implementation to eliminate violence against women and girls. The DRT-F steering 

committee approved the application and $1,5 million were transferred to participating agencies through the 

One fund during the fourth quarter of the year. Agencies to implement this initiative are UNWomen, UNFPA, 

UNICEF and UNAIDS. 

In total, $5,103,907 were disbursed from the One Fund in 2014 to the implementing agencies of the MDG 

4&5 programme and the DRT-f supported joint policy initiative on Elimination of Violence against Women 

and Girls. The reported expenditure was $9,405,462 which amount to approximately 7% of overall UNDAF 

expenditures.  

 

HIGHLIGHTS  

2014 was the third year of the UNDAF and positive progress were made in a number of areas. The below 

summarizes some few highlights contributing to UNDAF outcome.  

In support of the national MDG and poverty reduction agenda, the UNCT in Mozambique in 2014 agreed to

and readiness to respond to emerging issues in a changing environment.  Drawing from a longer list of 

examples, the following are some of the main highlights in 2014: 

Policy and Partnership on Youth Employment: The UN recorded significant progress towards the UNDAF 

output on youth employment. Early in the year the UNCT decided to have youth employment as one of its 

priority advocacy issues. The UN embarked on raising the awareness of the multidimensional nature of the 

issue and an advocacy to raise the political attention. The UN partnered with the World Bank and the 

Government and organized a 2-day high-level conference that counted with the participation of the 

president of Mozambique, Ministers and experts in the area from national and international organisations 

and neighbouring countries. In parallel a public communication campaign was running in TV and printed 

media and knowledge sharing platform was launched. Advocacy efforts resulted on higher engagement and 

commitment from multiple parties and on agreement on concrete actions/ recommendations to follow up 

on. This entailed, which was formed later in the year, the creation of for the first time a multi government 
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agency body to draft a wider employment policy and action plan. Correspondingly new resources were 

mobilized and joint programmatic activities launched to increase employability of youth and women 

particular in conjunction with the fast developing extractive industry.  

Results in Maternal and Child Health: Joined up UN Support to MDG 4 and 5- Support for the national 

integrated plan for MDG 4&5 (2009-2015) has shown positive results through the joint UN programme in 

Zambézia Province, which was launched in 2012 to accelerate progress towards Maternal and Child Health 

Indicators. With the support of the Government of Canada, the 4 UN played a key role in the development of

care. The Ministry of Health (MoH) acknowledged the important role of the UN agencies in the health sector 

and in particular the relevance of its technical advisors and policy support. The key priority in the health 

sector going forward is to improve the quality of care, through human resource development, systems 

strengthening and guaranteeing equipment and supplies.  

Capacity Development in Social Protection: policy, programmes and services improved- In 2014, UN 

Agencies continued to work together to support the GoM in policy development, systems strengthening and 

implementation of basic social protection programmes. The work has drawn in the support of the IMF and 

the World Bank as well as other partners.  At policy level, the focus has been on the evaluation and revision 

of the National Strategy for Basic Social Security and advocacy around increased budget allocations to the

to effectively manage the national social protection programmes, specifically the Basic Social Subsidy (PSSB), 

Direct Social Support (PASD) and Public Works Programme (PASP).It is also supporting the development a 

single registry, an information management system and the re-registration of basic social protection 

beneficiaries, which will take place in 2015 with UN support. As a result, the government has been able to 

reach a larger number of vulnerable people orphans, elderly and disabled. In 2014 a total of 427,000 

households were covered by social protection programmes and social services, which represents an increase 

of 20% compared to the previous year. In addition, INAS was able to increase the cash transfer amount for 

the PSSB and PASD programs by 10%. Budget allocations for Basic Social Protection increased by 25%, 

reaching 1.64% of the national budget. In 2014, social protection received increased attention from the GoM 

and it is now well reflected in the 2015 - 2035 National Development Strategy, with ambitious targets for the 

sector. 

HIV and AIDS response: During 2014, the UN Team on AIDS has contributed to the Global AIDS Response 

Progress Report (GARPR) trough through strategic coordination, partnerships, knowledge management and 

technical assistance, with both National AIDS Council and Ministry of Health.  

The Joint Team as also supported key national process namely: the review of National Strategic Plan III (NSP 

III) and the development of the NSP IV.  

The joint support was crucial for the development of the concept note for Global Fund; this support was 

provided through the secretariat of the JT in close collaboration with the Country Coordination Mechanism 

for the Global Fund (CCM), National AIDS Council and the Ministry of Health.  

The team also undertook an extensive exercise to increase and improve the strategic information available-

άƪƴƻǿ ¸ƻǳǊ 9ǇƛŘŜƳƛŎέ ǘƘǊough Modes of Transmission analysis (MOT).

Water and Sanitation and Health (WASH): In 2014, the UN contributed to the development of the WASH 

sector in Mozambique through strategic coordination, partnerships, knowledge management and technical 

assistance, with both Sector Wide Approach support for Rural WASH and decentralised support for Rural, 

Small Town and School WASH implementation at provincial and district levels. UN advocacy for sustainable 

and equitable WASH services has contributed to greater Government investments in WASH. 

The level of open defecation in Mozambique (40%) is higher than the sub-Saharan Africa average (25%), and 

translates to 10 million people not using any toilet at all (JMP 2014). The disparity between urban/rural 

coverage for improved sanitation is high; 51% practice open defecation in rural areas and 15% in urban 

areas. The disparity is more extreme between the poorest and richest households, 96% practice open 

defecation versus 0%, respectively. In light of this situation, the UN and other partners supported the 

organization and financing of the first National Sanitation Conference in May 2014 to bring together the 

ministries of Public Works, Health, Education, Finance, State Administration, as well as sub-national 

authorities and civil society. A Sanitation Declaration was issued which made commitments to improve 

access to sanitation in Mozambique: 

- Elimination of open defecation by 2025 
- Effective services for the management of wastewater and fecal sludge by 2030  
- Universal access to basic services of sanitation and hygiene by 2030. 
- Ensure that all schools and health centers have permanent and safe water, sanitation and hygiene. 

 
However, much needs to be done to turn these intentions into reality.

environment. Upstream policy efforts on youth employment and work on elimination of violence against 

women and girls are two examples were UN agencies respective expertise came together to influence the 

policy agenda and provide advice. These initiatives correspond to a greater demand by the Government for 

such support as the country is evolving and where the DaO approach contributes to a more efficient and 

effective delivery.  

During the year the UN undertook a mid-term review of the UNDAF and a strategic reflection exercise. The

Cost sharing in renting, security, water and electricity proves to be efficient in light 

of the need to maximize the available resources.  

During the year the UNCT also undertook a review and assessment of common operational services in the 

area of procurement and ICT in 2014. These reviews led to a sharpened focus of joint services to concentrate 

on those areas with most value and savings. As the foundation has been laid for common long term

The UNDAF combines the efforts of the 22 UN agencies active in the country to 

provide focused, effective and efficient support to National Priorities, complementing the considerable 

support of bilateral and other multilateral partners, and maximum alignment with national systems 

(planning, budgeting and M&E). The UNDAF Action Plan 2012-2015 operationalizes the UNDAF and explains

They have benefited from the advice and the guidance of the Government, civil society and 

development partners through several consultations. 

The performance of the UNDAF Action Plan is monitored based on the outcome and output indicators of the 

results matrix. Outcome indicators are monitored in the middle and at the end of the UNDAF cycle while the 

UNDAF Annual Review serves as the main mechanism for monitoring and analysing progress towards the 

achievement of UNDAF outputs.  

Funds from the One UN Fund were financing part of the achievements in 2014 which is indicated below 

relevant Outputs and Outcomes. The MDG 4&5 joint programme financed by Canada is included but more in 

depth reported separately which can be found on MPTF website. 

The following report represents a compilation of contributions from the UN Mozambique Development 

Results Groups (DRGs) within the UN in Mozambique as well as inputs from Multi-Partner Trust Fund Office 

who is the administrative agent of the One fund. The results reported are the products of close partnerships 

with the Government of Mozambique, Civil Society and Private Sector with funds provided by multiple 

sources including bi-lateral and multi-lateral donor, private foundations, national committees and 

companies. 
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Economic Results Area 
 

KEY DEVELOPMENTS  

Overall, the macroeconomic foundations remained strong. In the year 2014, the Mozambican economy 

experienced a growth of 7.4 percent, 0.4 percent lower than projected. The main drivers of growth 

continued to be public expenditure and Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) flowing mostly into infrastructure 

development and mega-projects. Growth in the agricultural sector slowed down in comparison to 2013 and 

the pace of the industrialization remained behind regional comparators. Main concerns arising were around 

high public debt levels and future economic prospects and investments due to the decline of global 

commodity prices, including oil, gas and coal. 

The main expanding sectors in 2014 were constructions, services to enterprises, transport and 

communication, and extractive industries, mostly correlated with mega-projects and infrastructure 

development which to a limited extend been able to create jobs. Conversely growth in the agricultural sector 

slowed down in comparison to 2013. The growing increase in income per capita, coupled with the credit 

expansion (25% year-on-year) made the financial sector to the second fastest growing, expanding by 17.7%. 

Despite its progressive decline in importance as percentage of the budget, gross aid flows still represented 

9.5% of GDP at around USD 1.7 billion, and are a substantial driver of growth in crucial social sectors such as 

health and education.  

The good harvest year and the devaluation of Metical versus the Rand (South Africa is the main source for 

consumer goods and food) for most of 2014 allowed for a decrease in prices. However, the yearly gains of 

the Metical against the Rand in 2014 were mostly reversed during the 4th quarter, with an overall 

revaluation in the year of 1.35%. Also during the 4th quarter the Metical drop nearly 4% against the USD, 

ending the year with an overall devaluation of 5.46%.  

During the year there were no direct evidence that economic growth is translating into substantial structural 

changes necessary to reduce poverty and disparities. One third of the population is chronically food-

insecure, and half a million children aged 6-23 months are undernourished. Chronic malnutrition of children 

under five remains alarmingly high at 43 percent. Underlying causes include inadequate nutritional intake 

due to poor diet diversity, low meal frequency, poor breastfeeding practices, high levels of disease and 

teenage pregnancy. Vitamin A and iron deficiencies in children under five are high, at 69 and 74 percent 

respectively. 

The agriculture sector, which employs 70% of the population continues its relative underperformance, 

presenting a 4.6% growth in 2014.The sector is marked by low productivity and production, and in need of 

technology transfer and investment. Main cash crops remain the traditional tobacco, sugar, cotton, and 

timber, with limited weight in exports, while the country still imports a significant share of its food.  

The problems in the agriculture sector are further aggravated by the high incidence of HIV infection (11.1 

percent - UNAIDS Assessment, 2012). This affects the most productive segment of the population, reducing 

household savings and the number of skilled workers. Small-ǎŎŀƭŜ ŎǳƭǘƛǾŀǘƛƻƴ ƛǎ ǘƘŜ ōŀǎƛǎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ƴŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ 

agricultural production and an important source of income for most rural women. Recurrent climatic shocks 

such as drought, floods and cyclones, however, compromise income from farming and contribute to food 

insecurity, while also causing loss of life, ruined livelihoods and damaged infrastructure. Malaria remains the 

most common cause of death, responsible for 35 percent of child mortality. Limited progress has been 
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achieved in improving water and sanitation and alleviating hunger and malnutrition. Nevertheless, 

Mozambique has made important progress in some areas. School enrollment ratesτand gender parity in 

enrollmentτhave increased dramatically over the past decade, while infant and maternal mortality rates 

have consistently declined. 

Among African countries, Mozambique is the third most affected by weather-related hazards. While the 

southern and central regions are drought-prone, floods occur every two to three years along the major river 

basins and in the poorly-drained urban settlements. In 2014, mild floods were registered during the period 

February to March causing damage in infrastructure and agricultural land in the Incomati river basin and the 

central and Northern provinces.

The most significant achievements in 2014 were recorded under two UN joint programmes. The EU funded 

MDG 1 Initiative, aiming at contributing to improving food security in Mozambique made significant progress 

in the achievement of increasing agricultural and fisheries production, Improve access to food and nutrition. 

Another joint food security programme, funded by Belgium, also noted a good start up in implementation of 

activities to improve skills of farmers, access to funding for local common infrastructure and empower rural 

women.   

 
Output 1.1 MINAG, MP, MIC and SETSAN formulate food security and production policies, strategies and 

plans based on harmonized and disaggregated statistics.  

Government institutions and research organizations are benefiting from the global project Monitoring and 

Analysing Food and Agricultural Policies aiming at creating policy-monitoring systems and carrying out a 

consistent set of policy and public expenditure analysis across a wide range of agricultural value chains. In 

2014, technical notes on price incentives and disincentives of nine selected commodities locally produced 

(cotton, cassava, cashew, maize, chicken, sugar, tobacco, beans and potatoes) were produced; and public 

expenditure analysis was undertaken and presented during the Food Security Workshop organized by local 

research institutes and Ministry of Agriculture and Food Security (MASA) in November 2014. These initiatives 

are important part in understanding policy implications and inform decision making in the sector. 

With funding from Norway, assistance to advocate for the concept of Right to Food (RtF) continued during 

2014. The RtF concept was integrated into the 5 year government plan 2015 ς 2019, the School Feeding 

National Program, the Children National Plan, the Climate Change National Plan and agenda of CPLP Food 

and Nutrition Security Council. Support was provided to the Parliament (Commission for Agriculture, 

Economics and Environment) to analyse and revise a proposal of Law on Agriculture and Food Security. The 

Movement of Rural Women of Mozambique was also established through assistance provided to community 

based organisations. In the area of agricultural statistics, with funding from the Bill Gates and Melinda 

Foundation, the CountryStat - a database on agriculture and livestock statistics in the Sub-Saharan countries 

were strengthened. In June 2014, a Technical Working Group Meeting involving 21 participants from 

statistics and Ministry of Agriculture and data users was held in Maputo where collected data was reviewed, 

validated and uploaded on the CountryStat web.  
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Output 1.2 Small farmers use improved agricultural techniques in a sustainable way and Output 1.3 Small 
farmers use improved handle and storage techniques for the reduction of agricultural post harvest losses 

Support was provided to farmers using the ŜȄǘŜƴǎƛƻƴ ƳŜǘƘƻŘƻƭƻƎȅ άCŀǊƳŜǊ CƛŜƭŘ {ŎƘƻƻƭ όCC{ύέ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ 

distribution of improved agricultural inputs, mainly seed and fertilizers, through the use of vouchers. These 

combined activities are showing positives results in terms of agricultural yields and income of rural people. 

Agricultural extension services and groups of farmers were supported with funding from the Belgium Fund 

for Food Security (BFFS), European Union (EU) and the UN One Fund. A total of 187 FFS were established in 

Nampula, Zambézia, Tete, Manica, Sofala and Gaza Provinces, increasing the total cumulative number to 804 

schools in the country during this UNDAF cycle (2012-2014). 202 people were trained and/or refreshed as 

FFS Facilitators in Nampula, Zambézia, Tete, Manica, Sofala and Gaza.  

As complimentary efforts in the agricultural sector, the National Seed Service received technical assistance 

to finalize the Plant Breeders Rights Regulation and a Seed Platform Dialogue was established with UN as an 

active member.  Support was provided to local production of new varieties of pre-basic and basic seeds. This 

was complemented with provision of a cold chamber for the conservation of the seeds. Nine small and 

medium size seed enterprises were selected in Manica, Zambézia and Nampula provinces to partner with a 

local producer of the seeds who will be sourcing from them pre-basic and basic seed for multiplication. The 

capacity of the private seed sector was further strengthened through support to smaƭƭƘƻƭŘŜǊǎΩ ǎŜŜŘ 

production and 400 demonstrations of improved varieties of maize (OPV and Hybrids), cowpeas and beans 

were organised in the provinces of Sofala (96), Manica (133), Tete (81), Zambézia (46) and Nampula (44). 

With funding from the EU, One Fund and Brazil 152 artisans from eight districts of Manica, Sofala and Tete 

Provinces were trained to build and promote improved family silos, locally termed άDƻǊƻƴƎƻǎŀέΦ ! ǘƻǘŀƭ ƻŦ

trained on post-harvest handling and 43 farmers from Tete Province were trained on production and post-

harvesting handling of horticultural products.  

Improved practices on animal health and livestock production were disseminated through the FFSs. 

Particular emphasis goes for the vaccination campaign against the Newcastle Disease (ND) carried out in 4 

districts of Manica Province (Gondola, Barué, Sussundenga and Manica). 142 community vaccinators were 

trained and 18 extension officers in handling and storage of the vaccine and sample collection for laboratory 

diagnosis. Refresher trainings were provided for 163 participants to conduct a new round of vaccination 

campaign. As a result, a total of 192,501 chicken were vaccinated against ND in Barué (48,891), Manica 

(56,750), Sussundenga (44,445) and Gondola (42,415) districts.  

With funding from EU, UN, USAID and Brazil, 74 partners (16 women) and 242 farmers (214 women) were 

trained on gender sensitive and participatory approaches in planning, implementing and monitoring 

programmes and activities to achieve a sustainable and equity development. Another 28 farmers (7 women) 

were trained to use the veterinary kit; 48 farmers (15 women) trained on Market access and WFP 

procurement modalities for farmers organizations; 46 farmers (8 women) trained on business management 

skills, record update and business plan; 75 (42 women) farmers were trained on blue boxes usage; 60 

farmers (18 women) benefitted from training on WFP soft/limited tenders as well as direct and forward 

contracts, transport solutions, and  basic concept of warehouse management). 40 (25 women) farmers were 

trained on opportunities for women farmers in accessing markets (Angonia, Macanga, Tsangano) and 498 

(353 women) farmers received training on business and record keeping. 
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Through Soft/Limited tenders, contracts were signed with one Small and Medium Trader and one FarmersΩ 
Organization in Tete to purchase 748 MT of maize, around US$187,805.

Output 1.4 Rural community members, particularly women, know their land rights  

The UN in partnership was established with the NGO Centro Terra Viva  (CTV) to conduct a study aiming at 

the legalization of paralegals specialized on land and natural resources trained by the Juridical and Judicial 

Training Centre. The role of paralegals is to provide support to vulnerable communities, in particular women, 

exerting their rights over land and natural resources. Additionally, 10 rural communities in the district of 

Chicuacuala benefitted from land delimitation and demarcation exercises and 10 land tenure certificates 

were issued to the communities.  

 
Output 1.5 Artisanal fisherman and fish traders use improved techniques to increase and improve, in a 
sustainable way, the quantity and quality of fish products 

With funds from Government of Italy two fish markets were built, one in Massingir (Gaza Province) and one 

in Maxixe (Inhambane Province). Fish mongers have now adequate facilities to market their produce 

improving hygiene and food safety. 
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Joint Initiative supported through the One fund 
Value Chains ς Agricultural production and productivity, post-harvest and access to markets 
 
The project is part of a larger UN intervention under the Outcome 1. The overall objective is to increase the income of 
smallholders, in particular women in rural areas and enhance their livelihoods, contributing to outputs 1.2 Small farmers use 
improved agricultural techniques in a sustainable way and 1.3 Small farmers use improved handle and storage techniques to 
reduce post-harvest losses. The programme ended in December 2014 and was implemented by FAO, WFP and UN Women 
in 3 districts of Tete Province: Angónia, Tsangano and Macanga.  
 
During the implementation of the programme, 60 Farmer Field Schools (FFS) were established in Angónia, Tsangano and 
Macanga districts. Approximately 1,800 small holder farmer (52% women) were involved and 33 women were trained in

FFS facilitators (farmers and extension workers from District Services of Economic Activities) trained in FFS methodology to 
support the implementation of activities. Therefore, it is expected that women gained skills to address gender equality issues

Officials from District Services of Women and Social 
affairs and from the Office for Assistance of Women and Children Victims of Domestic Violence were invited to the trainings 
and shared their work and experiences on dissemination of law 29/2009 on domestic violence against women and the 
integrated mechanism for assistance of victims of violence. The information acquired and contact with government 
institutions and NGOs operating in Angonia will contribute to foster liaison and collaboration between members of Farmers 
Organizations and Farmers Field Schools with relevant government authorities that will help farmers to address issues such 
as violence against women and land rights in Farmer Field Schools. As result at least three FFS reported to have started to

The majority of these FFS started in February 2014, therefore the studies were focused on horticulture (Irish Potato , 
Cabbage and butter beans), which allowed for immediate drawing of lessons. Training sessions on FFS methodologies were 
also provided to 20 government staff (district administrator, permanent secretary, administrative post chief and members 
of the district technical planning teams) and community leaders to influence decision making on district budget allocation.  
 
As part of the methodology, the established FFS were entitled to USD $500,000 grant to support the acquisition of inputs 
for the studies. Out of the total assisted FFS only 39 were able to receive it due to constraints in the FFS formalization process: 
i) lack of civic identification; ii) lack of bank facilities; and iii) difficulties to obtain Number of Tax Identification (NUITs). 60 
artisans members of the FFS were also trained in post- harvest losses techniques including: i) cleaning and drying procedures; 
ii) promotion of grain storage structures at the household level; iii) facilitation procedures for the access to the market 
offered by WFP. 
 
Lessons Learned:

which is a key factor for the success of the group as a producer and strengthens their position in the market to negotiate 
better conditions. Training of government staff on FFS Methodology is essential but direct technical support to the district 
services and supervision of day-to-day activities was crucial for the establishment of the 60 FFS.
