The lead agency for each National Programme is responsible for coordinating inputs to the Annual Reports, 

and for ensuring all agency and counterpart perspectives have been collected - in particular government and 

civil society organizations. The reports are reviewed and vetted by the agency teams, who provide quality 

assurance and recommendations to the national teams on articulating results and on adjustments to be made. 

It therefore follows an iterative process which serves to enhance the quality of the reports and enable a 

meaningful assessment of progress and identification of key lessons regarding knowledge exchange.

2. Results Based Reporting

2.1 Summary of National Programme Progress 2014 
Please provide a brief overall assessment of the extent to which the National Programme is progressing in 

relation to expected outcomes and outputs, observed during the current reporting period versus the previous. 

 

Summary of National Programme Progress (500 words): 

 

After the Programme spent most of 2013 primarily to get organised and started up, 2014 was the 

first year of actual implementation. However, the Programme was still grappling with several 

operational issues, as well as change of key staff, including the National Programme Director and 

the Deputy Director, and the key posts including that of CTA were filled only in September 2014. 

On the operational side, in particular 5 co-implementing partners (CIPs) were being mobilized and 

contracts concluded only in early 2015 (some are still pending at the time of this report). CIPs are 

considered the main national delivery partners of the Programme, thus the situation has left the 

Programme effectively in limbo. In the pilot provinces, the recruitment of programme staff was slow 

due to highly demanding TORs and lack of competent human resources available locally. 

 

In order to overcome the delays in 2013, the targets set for 2014 were ambitious; the bulk were 

unattained as by the end of 2014, and none of the 33 outputs had been fully accomplished, 

although some have been partly achieved and most have been initiated. 

 

Under Outcome 2, which is financially the largest component, and the main component for 

demonstration activities, progress is observed with provincial REDD action plans (PRAPs) and site 

level planning trainings undertaken and proceeding towards approval. Technical guidelines on 

several components (e.g. site level planning, stakeholder’s engagement, and PRAP) were drafted 

to guide implementation.  

 

Under the other Programme outcomes, activities including workshops and awareness raising and 

capacities  raised on NFMS, FRLs, allometric equations, and planning, drivers analysis, as well as 

enhanced communication, gender and IP involvement, took place during the course of the year, 

indicating the Programme picking up pace of implementation. In a National discussion and drafting 

session for FRLs (December 2014) a national government task force was proposed to push the 

process for FRL/RELs towards submission in November 2015 for the 2016 technical assessment. 

Discussions within Government on strengthening Vietnam REDD+ Office (VRO) and the 

establishment of the National REDD Fund (NRF) are taking place. 

 

Toward the end of the year the Programme became considerably more equipped with the 

necessary staff on board and institutional bodies nationally and provincially being established, and 

becoming operational at all levels. Previous issues with government decision-making were 

improved.  

 

A 3
rd

 draft of the Programme Implementation Manual (PIM) was developed and piloted. The Annual 

(effectively Mid-Term) Review (MTR) provided 12 major recommendations including that for a 

Programme extension. The MTR also raised a critical issue of need for further harmonization of UN 

agency procedures, which require further review of the PIM. AWP 2015 Work Plan has been 

developed and approved as interim by the Programme Executive Board (PEB) until the Executive 



Group (EG) meets for the final review in late March 2015. A Programme Extension Proposal has 

been prepared (very early 2015) for the PEB and EG’s review. 

 

The Programme is considered to be progressing with delay against the original logframe, and may 

be put on track through a no-cost extension. 

 

 

 

2.1 Government and Non-Government Comments

Overall performance was unsatisfactory though it has been improved toward the end of the year. Out 
of 6 Outcomes with 33 Outputs only two can be said to have been achieved to a satisfactory level in 
2014. 16 Outputs have started to be delivered on or are partly achieved. Of these, three Outputs were 
by the end of the year at final stages of preparation. 15 Outputs remained with no accomplishment so 
far, despite they are being planned for in detail or, at least, at a general level. Major achievements are 
in Outcome 1, 2, and 3, while 4, 5, and 6 have shown very few accomplishments or little progress at 
all.  
 
Progress has been hampered by complicated, tedious, demanding, and diverse administration 
procedures among and within the four involved parties (three UN agencies and Government of 
Vietnam). The issues ranged from differences in requirements of planning, procurement, banking, 
disbursement, accounting, reporting, logistics, and M&E. Also, the numerous external consultants 
were at times difficult to fully absorb and could have been better coordinated as to fit in work plans 
and ongoing activities. In addition, the delayed issuance of the Programme Implementation Manual 
(PIM) has hindered the programme implementation.  The new PMU management and the CTA were 
only recruited a few months before the year elapsed which has caused a transition phase within the 
year. However, the staffing is by end of year 2014 almost complete, particularly in administration, 
management, accounting and procurement. More technical staff is still needed but timely recruitment 
of fully qualified staff proved difficult for a number of reasons. 

 

Non-government stakeholders to provide their assessment and additional complementary information (Please

CSOôs ASSESSMENT RELATING TO REDD, SAFEGUARD, ETC. 

Key issues: 

¶ Conversion of forests to agriculture (or to forest plantation) has, along with chemical warfare, 

timber logging, fire, infrastructure constructions, and others, been the main direct causes 

(“drivers”) of deforestation.  

¶ Government policy and socio-economic factors have driven land use to excessive levels with 

negative impact on forests as well on replanting and forest protection. Policies have not been fully 

consistent in reconciling forest protection, timber production, and agricultural production. 

¶ Series of land allocations and decisions on changes in land uses caused drastic changes in the 

forest landscape.  

¶ Excessive fires natural in forests seriously degraded both natural forests and plantations as well as 

carbon-rich peat soils. 

¶ As population increases, so does legal and illegal encroachment into forest areas exploiting 

timber, fuel, food, and other products. Locally, cutting of forest trees for fuel or exploitation of non 

timber forest products (inc. use of fire) further degrade the forests. 

¶ Local degradation by people seeking a livelihood is evident in forest areas, and has to be 

accounted for by institutions and stakeholders by suitable policies and improved practices on 

forest uses. It is important to ensure agreement and benefit sharing with local communities to 



minimize localized impact that collectively can become significant. 

¶ Lack of community involvement and decision making in the process towards unfair in benefit 

sharing among stakeholders as such farmers, companies, enterprises, even government. 

Recommendation: 

1. Land reallocation and restructuring agriculture to define clearly between protection forest and 

replanting forest should be quickly responded and actioned by the government 

2. Policy system should be developed based on all stakeholders’ concerns and interests, 

especially rights to assess to information and FPIC principle. 

3. Natural and protection forest should be managed by the communities and the local people and 

they should be provided with mandate and mechanisms to govern forest themselves. 

4. Role of CSOs in term supporting farmers to raise their voice and rights should be recognized 

and appreciated by the government.

Outcome Title: Capacities for an operational National REDD+ Action Programme (NRAP) are in place

Outcome:   

The overall progress for this Outcome has been less than planned for and expected during 2014. However, improvements were 
made in terms of general government ownership (towards the Programme and REDD+), enhanced leadership and increased 
capacity for implementing the NRAP. The Government allocation of funds for forestry and REDD+ related activities annually has 
been increased substantially to about VND 2,000 billion for 2014. To enhance national capacity for NRAP implementation the 
programme undertook: 
 
(i) review the situation of related REDD+ institutions and table the issue of the weak functioning of the Viet Nam REDD+ Office 
(VRO) through dialogues with MARD leaders to identify suitable solutions, including institutional rearrangements; 
(ii) raise awareness on REDD+ goals, and operations. This was done with stakeholders at national and provincial levels in pilot 
provinces and in 10 other forested provinces;  
(iii) initiate discussions on and develop a tentative national roadmap for REDD+ readiness; and  
(iv) develop an interim guideline on PRAP development.  
 
In general, all of these steps are critical to boost up the enhancement of national capacity in NRAP implementation in years to 
come.

This Output has been partly achieved through various fora developing draft roadmaps for Viet Nam’s REDD+ readiness, and 
frequently discussed among stakeholders during the year. Such meetings provided the settings of all programme milestones 
including those for the NRAP implementation guidelines over the coming years. A concern from Government was the procedure 
and requirements for Vietnam to submit specific proposals facilitating RBP funding to UNFCCC a.s.a.p.  
 
The PRAP, for Lam Dong province, was approved in December 2014. A Guideline for PRAP development, one of the key elements 
of NRAP, was compiled for consultations and intensive discussions during 2014. Guidance on implementing other elements such 
as MRV, BDS, NRF will follow in 2015.

Achievements of Annual Target 1 for Output 1.1 
 

Since the overall Programme progress was delayed in 2014, key elements which supposed to inform the development process of NRAP guidelines 
including MRV, BDS and PRAP became delayed towards expected progress. A team of consultants was hired in since July 2014 to develop an 
essential part of the NRAP guidelines, namely these guiding the PRAP development to serve the PRAP formulation in the pilot provinces as well as 
other REDD+ potential areas nationwide. As a result, an interim guidance for PRAP process was formulated in December after the first round of 
consultations with all 6 provinces and Programme experts. It will be further verified with national stakeholders including VNFOREST and VRO during 
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the first quarter of 2015 for better mainstreaming into forestry and other related planning processes. 
 
In addition, to help Viet Nam visioning its REDD+ process, a technical workshop was supported by the Programme in November 2014 to map out 
next steps for preparing REDD+ readiness. The workshop received a great attention from national stakeholders who are involved in one or more 
elements of the readiness phase.

VRO capacity limitation issues were raised with the Government. The persons and institutions involved included the leaders of MARD, VNFOREST, 
and other stakeholders. As an outcome, a workplan of VRO has been developed for 2015 which is being consulted with VROs stakeholders. And a 
more remedial measure to reform VRO to be an effective organization was tabled to a stakeholders’ workshop as part of the Programme review in 
November (MTR) and again by Programme Executive Board meeting in December 2014 for discussion.

A working group was formed with the participation of international and national experts from both UN agency and Government officials. Several 
versions of NRF proposal were developed in consultation with stakeholders including SNV/LEAF specialists. Not only UNREDD, but also other projects 
and FSSP, VNFF, and TFF are instrumental in moving this forward and the first drafts are now discussed in detail and being revised.  
During 2014, two consultation workshops were organized by VNFOREST in May and Oct. with more than 100 participants for gathering inputs from 
donors, programs, stakeholders, and related line ministries. It was followed with a number of meetings with ministries affected or involved for 
further clarifications on legal and other elements of the NRF design.  The final proposal is expected to be circulated to potential donors in the first 
quarter of 2015 and to be submitted to MARD for decision by then.

A workshop on basic concepts of REDD+ was organized in DakLak in November with 50 participants representing provincial units of forest 
development and forest protection, but also forest owners from 10 forest based provinces including Son La, Tuyen Quang, Ha Giang, Yen Bai, Lạng 
Son, Quang Ngai, ThuaThien Hue, NinhThuan, DakLak and Dong Nai.

The main strategy towards sustainability is the fundamental concept and practice to build REDD+ capacity 
within the Government and for the Programme to be nationally owned, which it is being shown to be a slower 
process than anticipated if long term sustainability and internalization of necessary arrangements at different 
levels is foreseen In practice, the majority of Programme’s implementing partners and service providers are 
national which contributes to national ownership, sustaining institutional memory, asset building, national 
capacity building, and full national data access.  
The Programme is in ongoing dialogue with VNFOREST, in terms of managerial, political, and technical issues. 
The Programme frequently delivers guidance, responses, drafts, plans and consultants for VNFOREST.  
The eventual Forest REDD+ Information System, inc. Geoportal, NFMS, Safeguard information, is agreed and 
planned to be hosted by VNFOREST under MARD which accentuates institutional sustainability beyond project 
life.

Several national institutions for REDD+ were established during the Phase I Programme, including 
the national REDD+ Network, the Vietnam REDD+ Office (VRO), and the National Steering 
Committee. These national institutions are by design the focal points for REDD+ dialogue, however, in 
practice, these institutions have lost convening power and momentum, and have been reduced in 
role. There are various reasons leading to the reduced momentum of these institutions, including the 
limited resources (i.e. human resources) and capacity within the government. The Programme has 
been working to ensure the roles of these institutions are reactivated, but, while the Programme can 
build capacity within individuals who have time and commitment, it is proving difficult to access 
government decision makers particularly at the higher levels, and for sufficient sustained capacity (i.e. 
human resources) to be committed within the Government.  
Development partners, including UN-REDD are in dialogue about how best to address this issue, and 
while no direct solution is in sight, the Programme is delivering its activities through Government 
agencies and institutions, as a means of ensuring core capacities in-country are built.  
 
VNFOREST assigned DOSTIC to propose revision of the role, mandate, and organization of VRO 
and report to VNFOREST to submit to MARD for possible decision.  MARD issued Decision No. 
5684/QĐ-BNN-TCCB of 29/12/2014 delegating responsibilities in managing and implementing UN-
REDD Programme to CPO, PMU and PPMU to allow for more autonomy and to increase 
implementation pace. VNFOREST has shown keen interest in selecting and approving CIPs. Major 
CIPs were identified and VNFOREST had by end of year technically approved 8 proposals from 5

Representatives of ethnic minorities and CSOs in PEB have been nominated, and their effective 
participation in the PEB enabled through programme support. The selection process was designed to 
select individuals mandated to represent very large or scattered groups. 
Action plans to strengthen the capacity of CSO and Ethnic Minorities’ networks for stronger 
representation in REDD+ processes at all levels was submitted to the Programme and was 
supported.

Sectoral counterparts (governmental) are strongly engaged as CIPs (VAFS, FIPI, IPSARD, NIAPP, 
FPD, and others to come (like VFU)).  
 
Civil society representatives are engaged to some extent; through roles as service providers, and also 
through the role of PEB membership. The Programme has tried to mobilize civil society (NGOs) to 
work with the Programme through partnerships, and specifically not as service providers, but such 
initial attempts have resulted in a strong preference from the CSO side for being service providers 
with a clear TOR, rather than as a partner to the Programme. The Programme acknowledges that 
there is also a role for the Programme to play in enhancing the role of civil society. 
 
Gender issues in the Programme itself have not been fully analysed, but PMU staff are by end of 
2014 comprising approximately 50% women. At PPMU levels the majority are men. As field facilitators 
the majority are women. Gender balance is prioritized in processes to design PRAPs.  
 
The private sector has very little involvement and interest in the program. Private sector institutions 
have been distant from the forestry dialogue, and believe that the Programme has little to offer them, 
considering the major opportunity costs the programme would need to meet, in order for them to 
engage meaningfully in REDD+, against the background of weak law enforcement.

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5.4 Risk Narrative 

 

General on Risks (NEW) 

Risks for the Program were initially forecasted and estimated in the Project Document. The Risk Log 
in the Project Document was intended to be revised and sent to all implementing parties immediately 
upon the first PEB meeting in 2013. However, this never happened. A timely, updated, full risk 
analysis by then might have disclosed earlier some of the bottlenecks encountered which could have 
been better addressed and dealt with earlier. The Programme became operational late 2013 and 
numerous, new, initially unforeseen risks and issues have been encountered while others have been 
underestimated. Thus, the risk analysis for 2014 is divided into analysis of 1) original risks and 
assumptions and 2) encountered risks and issues. As to avoid a renewed risk analysis for 2014, a 
retroactive risk analysis is listed and narrated addressing those initial risks which came into effect and 
adding those additional risks and issues arisen during the year. The risks and issues incurred, 
combined with the analysis hereof, are crucial as they fully accounts for and explains progress gaps 
and limited implementation success for year (2013 and) 2014.   
 
The Risk analysis above is retroactive and this somehow historical as reality and time has surpassed 
the initial envisaged risks (and issues) which calls for an update. A suggested update and forward 
looking listing of risks and issues envisaged or already partly or fully encountered is presented in 
Annex B – Revised Risk Listing and Ratings on page 47. 

 

 

Key External Risks and Responses

An advantage of the REDD+ is that it can be consider as a holistic approach where REDD+ activities 
are part of a broader Land Use approach in order to recognize the sometimes conflicting priorities of 
different land use activities beyond forest ones. Although in the list of risks, none are considered “very 
high” or “extremely high”, the sum of risks could be considered as very high as they add up. Further, 
they are in many cases interdependent. Still further, some risks negatively could reinforce each other, 
meaning that if they come into effect they not only add but accelerates the potential negative impact. 
Thus the success of the Programme and of REDD+ in Vietnam depends on all actors’ willingness, 
capacity, and ability to alleviate constraints which occur and inevitably still will occur in the coming 
years. The restructuring of the Programme itself is a crucial challenge for further success, and if the 
full restructuring anticipated, based on the MTR recommendations, is not feasible, compromises must 
be carefully considered as to allow for continued implementations as results are needed and 
progressive ownership of outcomes by the Government institutions should be ensured.

In terms of human resources, there is a lack of Technical Staff under the Programme for specific 
Outcomes; recruitment is ongoing but is proving difficult. Availability of qualified and committed 
government personnel are also a bottleneck, as the various REDD+ related projects are in practice

Late note from FAO: this is not going to happen as the Warzaw Framework is in place 
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competing for human resources.  Despite early recognition that a strong, well-resourced and 
sustainable institution was required to lead and coordinate all REDD+ related initiatives in the country, 
the VRO remains under-resourced.  If VRO was fully operational, opportunities for distribution of 
government staff between initiatives would be more effective, including by avoiding competition and 
duplications.  Government should look strongly for  identifying synergies between different initiatives 
such as LEAF, FCPF, VFD, SUSFORM and UN-REDD. 
At the institutional level, there is lack of quality engagement by the Government in the REDD+ 
dialogue, resulting from limited capacity to understand REDD+, and limited human resources that can 
be assigned to REDD+, even within VNFOREST. Outside VNFOREST, the level of engagement by 
Government is still extremely weak, which puts at REDD+ the risk of this being addressed only 
through the forestry sector (against the backdrop of the drivers of deforestation coming primarily from 
sectors outside the forests.)  
 
The largest immediate risk to the Programme is of operational nature, in that the modality of operating 
through Co-Implementing Partners and six Provincial PMUs has not been clearly defined and 
operationalized yet. Furthermore, CIPs are requested by the PMU to submit proposals to the UN-
REDD Programme, which reinforces the belief, widespread within VNFOREST, that the Programme is 
a funding agency.  This system should be replaced by one in which clear ToRs are provided by the 
PMU to the CIPs, as the basis for negotiated agreements.  To add to this complexity, the additional 
issue recently raised to the UN of harmonization of agency procedures may require that UN 
organizations review and revise their operational procedure, which may demand additional time. 
 
To list other issues are 1) language among stakeholders who are not bilingual. 2) Lack of sufficient 
available translators. 3) The geographical constraints of having six widely-distributed pilot provinces 
constitutes an additional logistical hurdle which has been alleviated by the recruitment of 12 field and 
provincial coordinators. However, this has not yet solved the lack of pace of implementation at local 
levels. 4) The PMU management is, according to the ProDoc, assigned full time to the Programme. 
However, their assignment to other tasks and projects inevitably deprive resources from the 
Programme and weakens coordination. 5) The lack of full comprehension of basic concepts of 
REDD+, and appreciation of its flexibility, causes problems in the Vietnamese context where the 
culture and prevailing political system prescribes firm planning and operations    
 
Annex B provides a reviewed list of national and other risks and issues being or to some extend of 
likelihood to be encountered. The scenario entails quite a number of clouds ahead. 

 

Key Issues and Responses

The Programme is attempting to address the internal risks. In 2014, the Mid-term Review (MTR) was 
undertaken and these issues were flagged, and recommendations made. Both government and UN 
sides are taking actions on the respective recommendations made. For the UN side, a review of the 
operational procedures is being undertaken to assess further scope for alignment of the procedures 
between UNDP and FAO.  
For Government, the specific actions are being discussed, and letters of instructions (at general level) 
have been sent out to facilitate the streamlining of decision-making, and decentralization. Further 
follow up on specific actions will be carried out.  
In order to address the issue of government’s capacity at the higher levels, an intensive workshop 
with the audience of several of the key decision makers on REDD+ is being organized in 2015.  
 
The success of Vietnam’s REDD+ endeavors in securing results based payments depends on all 
actors’ willingness, capacity, and ability to alleviate constraints. The extension and restructuring of the 
Programme is a precondition to reach targets and save credibility.  It will also be a challenge to 
accomplish the restructuring successfully without incurring further delays due to changes to 
procedures. Appropriate responses to the MTR mission may generate opportunities for rapid 
improvements in Programme implementation. 
 
A smooth merger of the enhanced UN harmonisation together with the Government changes can 
create hitherto unseen synergies that may speed up pace from all levels from staff engagement and 
trust till smooth and well accomplished planning, disbursements, and implementation at provincial and 
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local levels. If these changes should not go on smoothly or do not complement each other well, the 
results of further delays may cause an deprived creditability of the Programme as it is already known 
for delays and slow implementation which may have given the Programme a fragile image.

1) External TA assistance, whether based within or without the country needs to be well 
coordinated to take full advantage of the potential synergies and extended technical 
resources available. This require that staff, TAs, and CTAs to be in place in the very early 
phases of the project, as their recruitment, skills, coordination, and clearly mandated 
supportare crucial issues. 

2) Excerpt from MTR Mission report (pg. 23): Lessons learned over the last few decades point 
out that projects and programmes that are simple and clear have a better chance to be 
successfully implemented. 

3) Implementation of a phase II programme requires a clear, operational institutional and 
decision-making structure within government, led by a strong coordinating body.  The Viet 
Nam REDD+ Office (VRO) is currently unable to fulfill the function of this coordinating body.  

4) REDD+ implementation complexities beyond basic readiness was underestimated in time and 
substance. This was not well assessed or understood at the Programme design stage, as to 
convey clear messages on concept, endeavors, and operations.    

5) Roles and functions of the National Programme Director and the Manager of the PMU should 
be clearly separated and defined. 

6) An Inception Report prior to Project start to operationalise and materialise the Project 
Document is lacking. This has caused insecurity and delays on ways forward for basically all 
Outcomes and Outputs 

7) A NRAP should be the product of a multi-stakeholder consultative process, and should at 
least set out a clear summary of the key drivers of deforestation and degradation, and barriers 
to enhancement activities, at national level, and prioritise the policies and measures required 
to address them

Of this amount, US$ 16,777,800 has been transferred to 3 Participating Organizations, of which US$ 3,874,147 has 

been reported as expenditure. The Administrative Agent fee has been charged at the approved rate of 1% on 

deposits and amounts to US$ 169,450.

6. COST RECOVERY  

Cost recovery policies for the Fund are guided by the applicable provisions of the Terms of Reference, the MOU 

concluded between the Administrative Agent and Participating Organizations, and the SAAs concluded between 

the Administrative Agent and Contributors, based on rates approved by UNDG.  

The policies in place, as of 31 December 2014, were as follows: 

¶ The Administrative Agent (AA) fee: 1% is charged at the time of contributor deposit and covers services 
provided on that contribution for the entire duration of the Fund. In the reporting period US$ 80,451 was 
deducted in AA-fees. Cumulatively, as of 31 December 2014, US$ 169,450 has been charged in AA-fees.  

Indirect Costs of Participating Organizations: Participating Organizations may charge 7% indirect costs. In the 

current reporting period US$ 212,917 was deducted in indirect costs by Participating Organizations. 

Cumulatively, indirect costs amount to US$ 253,537 as of 31 December 2014.  

 

7. ACCOUNTABILITY AND TRANSPARENCY  

In order to effectively provide fund administration services and facilitate monitoring and reporting to the UN 

system and its partners, the MPTF Office has developed a public website, the MPTF Office Gateway 

(http://mptf.undp.org). Refreshed in real time every two hours from an internal enterprise resource planning 

system, the MPTF Office Gateway has become a standard setter for providing transparent and accountable trust 

fund administration services.
