31 Ebola Care Centers (ECCs) has improved the quality of care delivered; we have conducted training of 4,130 Health Care
Workers (HCWSs) on Infection Prevention and Control (IPC) for Ebola and 422 on decontamination and decommissioning, 152 on
vehicle decontamination and 115 for school teachers on safe reopening of the schools, and 3009 HCWs were trained on general IPC
protocols. The team supported the national VVaccination campaign by training 235 HCWSs about safe injection practice.
