Coordinating and monitoring nutrition advocacy and communications efforts are a key challenge in Bangladesh. In order to develop to improve coordination amongst relevant sectors divisional level training and workshops have been held by CSA for SUN,BD. 
Through funding an organization experienced in training and conducting workshops this program took place in the divisional cities. They trained and conducted workshops for media professionals and the General Committee members with the direct participation of the National Coordinator of CSA for SUN, BD. The training programs were daylong where 20 Journalists from the national newspapers and 20 organizations from the General committee participated.

During the orientation Dr. Shahida Akter opened the session by welcoming the organizations and elaborating the SUN Movement and its status in Bangladesh. She also explained Bangladesh’s current nutrition situation. Renowned professor Dr. Asirul Huque gave a technical session on the importance of the 1000 Days Approach and commonly used nutrition terms. Participants had a brainstorm session and had an interaction between the media professionals and the General Committee members. The organizations were instructed to communicate among them in order to create a reflection of the nutrition situation of the working districts which would be shared among the general people through the correct news publication by the media professionals.
The purpose of the divisional level training and workshop is to bring together the General Committee members and the media professionals who have the ability to improve the nutrition situation of their working area through monitoring policies, influencing the behaviour of communities and disseminating important nutrition messages.      
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
