	1. Contribute to the security of the civilian population by enabling the Nepal Army to deal with the problem of landmines and explosive remnants of war as per international humanitarian standards by providing demining training. 


	In September 2007, after four weeks of “classroom” training, 32 Nepal Army personnel (29 men and three women) completed the basic de-miner training, and four medics completed de-miner medical training. The training proceeded extremely well and attracted the attention of a number of high level officials within the Ministry of Defence and Ministry of Peace and Reconstruction. The second phase of the training, clearance of a live mine-field, was completed at Khimti hydropower station in Dolakha district. On 16 November, the area that had been verified as without evidence of mines was released. Copies of the completion report were handed over to the hydropower company currently occupying the land. This represents the first clearance activity of 53 anti-personnel minefields laid by the Nepal Army, and is an important milestone in the Nepal Army fulfilling their obligations under the Comprehensive Peace Accord and the Agreement on Arms and Armies.

The project therefore greatly contributed to enhancing the skill- and confidence levels of the Nepal Army to address clearance in accordance with International Mine Action Standards (IMAS).

	Qualitative achievements against objectives and results 

	The demining training has resulted in two teams being trained as per International Mine Action Standards (IMAS). This Amendment has contributed to the security of the civilian population by enabling the Nepal Army to deal with the problem of landmines and explosive remnants of war (ERW) as per international humanitarian standards by providing demining training and technical support. The clearance undertaken at Khimti has allowed the hydropower company at the site to complete constructing of a second transmission line. The minefield had hampered the construction of the cable ducts and transmission towers, so the clearance has contributed to enhancing the output of the plant and benefiting the development of the country.  In addition, the clearance enhances the personnel security for all staff/villagers with families living close to the minefield. 
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
