Through specific examples drawn from the Organiza-

tionôs experience in Iraq, the exhibition explained the 

different aspects of UNESCOôs assistance to countries 

in post -conflict situations including assessing dam-

ages, mitigating losses and developing the capacity of 

national institutions, as well as professional and civil 

society organizations, to restore basic services and 

institutions. It also stressed UNESCOôs strong empha-

sis on country ownership and participation, which 

leads to the enhancement of local capacities to man-

age rehabilitation and development processes.  

The exhibition was held during the Executive Board 

Session, which saw the election of a new Director -

General of the Organization. The exhibition received 

high visibility, which helped to further inform the 

Member Statesô ongoing discussions, prepare the 

ground for new partnerships and highlight the role of 

the donors.  

 

 

The core of UNESCOôs exhibition focused on its pro-

jects in the fields of education, culture, science and 

communication. Additional information was also 

broadly displayed and featured in the main hall of 

UNESCOôs Headquarters with one display entirely 

dedicated to the workings of the UNDG Iraq Trust 

Fund (UNDG ITF).  

On the ground, UNESCO works with international and 

national NGOs, as well as the national and local au-

thorities and in cooperation with other UN agencies. 

The office has implemented projects valued at $114 

million since 2003; 80 percent of which are for educa-

tion. The major source of funding has been through 

the UNDG ITF, which has financed some $1.2 billion 

in UN projects in Iraq. The European Commission, 

Japan and Germany have been major funders to 

UNESCO through the UNDG ITF, while Qatar is the 

major bilateral funder along with the Government of 

Iraq.

Opening of the Exhibition  
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Electoral Education Campaign Generates  

Committed to the Electoral Process  

 

In September 2007, UNOPS received UNDG ITF funds to im-
plement the Electoral Education Campaign (EEC) t o prepare 
Iraqi voters to participate more actively in the January 2009 

Governorate elections and July Kurdish Regional Government 
elections. UNOPS worked under the lead of UNAMI Electoral 
Assistance Team and in close coordination with the Inde-

pendent High Electoral Commission of Iraq (IHEC).  

The EEC enabled unique cooperation between the IHEC and 
Iraqi civil society.   Together they formulated a National Electoral Education Plan detailing key themes, target 
groups and educational methods. They also developed an Electoral Education Manual , that provides blue prints and 
advice to public and nongovernmental public outreach providers.  

To provide civil society with the tools and financial support needed to implement this vision, UNOPS, UNAMI and 

IHEC carried out an open and transparent competition. A total of  250 Civil Society Organisations (CSOs) applied 
and 75 were selected to receive micro -grants for direct public outreach activities.  

The Campaign exceeded its original target to educate 55,000 voters reaching over 270,000 Iraqi citizens of which 
over 40% were women. Activities were implemented in all gover-

norates including remote areas, and targeted youth, minorities, 
IDPs, persons with disabilities and first - time voters.  

UNOPS, together with IHEC, also organized over 100 Opinion Lead-
ers Sessions (OLS) in the run up to the two elections. The OLS in 
turn provided an additional 11,000 Opinion Leaders from all gover-

norates of Iraq with information on the electoral law and electoral 
process. Sessions were organized to encourage discussion and 
awareness raising about the elections among political entities, tribal 
leaders, religious leaders, minorities, civil servants, youth leaders, 
professional associations, academics, women leaders, CSOs, stu-
dents and first - time voters. With over 1,000 journalists covering 

the OLS, information coverage reached even more people.  

 

In surveys conducted amongst beneficiaries, 99.6 % of partici-

pants reported that the EEC influenced their decision to vote, 
with 88.7% actually voting. Comparing this to a national voter 

turnout of 51%, the impact is remarkable. Of the participants 
in the KRG, 99.7% reported that the EEC influenced their deci-
sion to vote, with 97.7% actually voting. Comparing this with a 
regional voter turnout of 80%, again the impact is significant.  

UNOPS Iraq Country Director Jim Pansegrouw concluded: ñ In a 
country that has seen years of violent conflict and where 
awareness about the electoral process is critical to rebuilding 
political institutions, the striking success of the Electoral Educa-
tion Campaign  demonstrates what powerful results can be ob-

tained through the cooperative efforts of the IHEC, CSOs and 
the United Nations.ò 
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Iraqi Auditors Upgrade their Skills  

Fo u nded  i n 

1927, the Board 

of  Supreme 

Audit  (BSA) is 

one of the old-

est public insti-

tutions in Iraq. 

It is responsible 

for the inde-

pendent finan-

cial monitoring 

of Iraqôs public 

and private institutions.  In order to improve the publicôs con-

fidence in both public and private institutions, upgrading of 

BSAôs skills was identified as a priority.   

It was within this context that a 3 -year UNDP project funded 

by the UNDG ITF valued at US$4.9 million was supported and 

aimed at building the audit capabilities of BSA principally 

through training programmes provided to over 430 BSA audi-

tors including some 40 from Kurdistan.  The project  was to   

restore the capacity of the public administration by helping 

the BSA adopt and adhere to international auditing stan-

dards, and  promote greater transparency and accountability. 

Through strengthening the BSA, the project also sought to 

build confidence in national ministries and public institutions, 

thus building confidence to increase foreign investment in 

Iraq.  

Initiated in January 2006, the project is now in its final 

months.  The project began with undertaking a comprehen-

sive assessment to determine the training needs and the de-

velopment of an institutional strengthening plan.  A series of 

training courses targeting BSA auditors in ten different fields 

of audit were held in the region as well as in the United King-

dom and Italy.  A series of institutional reference documents 

were also developed to ensure the promotion of transpar-

ency, independence and technical competence. Finally, sup-

port was provided to assist BSA in establishing a Training and 

Donor Aid Co -ordination Secretariat to ensure the pro-

grammeôs  long-term sustainability .  

ñWhen this project first started, the BSA was facing many 

shortcomings especially in terms of  capacity and knowledge 

of modern audit methods,ò  said Dr Abdul Basit Turki Saeed, 

President of BSA.  ñOur auditors had not been exposed to 

sophisticated training techniques like forensic audit and 

money laundering investigations for many years and were in 

serious need of upgrading their skills.  This project went a 

long way in addressing this.  I am particularly proud that 

some 200 of the auditors trained -  almost half of the total ï 

Study Reveals Rapid Decline of Karez  

A  U N E S C O 

study recently 

released found 

t h a t  o v e r 

100,000 people

water supplies 

began to dwindle in 2005.   Drought and excessive 

well pumping have drawn down aquifer levels in 

the region, causing a dramatic decline of ancient 

underground aqueducts, known in Iraq as karez, 

upon which hundreds of communities depend.   

The study is the first to document the effects of the 

ongoing drought on the karez systems, which for 

centuries, thousands of Iraqis have depended upon 

for their drinking water and farming.   

Designed especially for the arid climate, karez are 

renowned for their ability to remain productive 

even during spells of dryer weather, but approxi-

mately 70% of the active karez have dried up. By 

August 2009, only 116 of 683 karez  in northern 

Iraq still supply water to their beneficiaries.   

UNESCO estimates that a single karez has the po-

tential to provide enough household water for 

nearly 9,000 individuals and  irrigate over 200 hec-

tares of farmland.   In economic terms, that trans-

lates into 300 additional tons of grain per year or 

up to $160,000 of income at current market prices. 

The study identified 50 communities that will 

greatly benefit from karez restoration works.    

The rapid decline of karez is forcing entire commu-

nities to abandon their homes in the pursuit of new 

sources of water.  Population declines have aver-

aged almost 70% among the communities ad-

versely affected since 2005, the study confirms.  

An additional 36,000 people are on the brink of 

abandoning their homes if conditions do not ur-

gently improve.   

Given the regionôs historic reliance on groundwa-

ter, UNESCO considers the recent decline of karez 

and the resulting migration to be an early warning 

signal for other serious problems concerning the 

future water supply in the area.
