	1. Improve cross organizational cooperation at national and international level between the aviation and public health sectors

4. Network of experts established to provide ongoing advice on the subject


	Outputs and Key Activities:
	In the event of an outbreak of a pandemic the aviation sector will be implicated in two ways. Firstly, air transport is likely to be the main method by which the pathogen is widely and quickly disseminated and secondly, a rapid reduction in demand for air travel will have major financial implications for airlines and supporting industry as well as the States they service. This project is designed to: 

1. Increase the level of preparedness of States and regions by assisting them to develop contingency plans and to test such plans.

2. Ensure that aviation related plans are incorporated into the State’s national general preparedness plan

3. Coordinate a global effort to ensure that national plans are harmonised with each other, within regions and globally

4. Develop a global network of experts to provide ongoing advice on preparedness planning to the aviation sector

5. Minimise the economic fail out from an outbreak

Note – these outputs and key activities remain valid for future preparedness planning.  However, the project will be modified as necessary in light of lessons learned from the current H1N1 outbreak.
