Narrative

The health task team annual work plan aims to guide and support the implementation of the National Health Plan 2011-2020, which was launched in August 2010. The contribution of the UN partners aligns under three sub-task teams: 1) Maternal and child health; 2) Communicable diseases; and 3) Health systems (including noncommunicable diseases and health promotion).

Maternal and child health

As agreed, WHO, UNICEF and UNFPA will work in close collaboration with other Development Partners in the spirit of the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness, with Health Sector Improvement Program (HSIP) (SAWP framework in PNG), to improve overall access to MCH services. Special attention is given to assure that the rights of children for health and development, especially in vulnerable groups are respected and that women and families are empowered to claim their rights in relation to their health. 

This Annual Work Plan was developed in close collaboration with National Department of Health technical advisors of Family Health Unit and representatives of professional societies (PNG Pediatric Society and Obstetric and Gynecologist Society). 

As decided during the planning meeting in Loloata in October 2010, the MCH Annual Work Plan follows the guideline of the National Health Plan to achieve Key Result Area 4 (Improve Child Survival) and Key Result Area 5 (Improve Maternal Health). In addition the Health Team committed support for any other request from Government in case of disasters that could put at risk children and pregnant women.

Communicable diseases

The partners will continue their long-standing work on communicable diseases, including in improving access to safe water and adequate sanitation.  The National Health Plan made reducing the burden of communicable diseases as one of its priority, under Key Result Area 6. National capacity for dealing with TB, malaria, lymphatic filariasis and other neglected tropical diseases will be supported, particularly on the development of surveillance systems and the aspects of prevention, case management and control.

Health systems (including noncommunicable diseases and health promotion)

The work of the task team will focus on providing technical assistance to strengthen implementation of the primary health care policy and help deliver universal access to quality health services. Key result areas that will be supported include KRA1 (Improving service delivery), KRA2 (Strengthening partnerships and coordination with stakeholders) and KRA 3 (Strengthening health systems and governance.

The ongoing epidemiological transition and rapid increase in the burden from noncommunicable diseases will be addressed through promotion of healthy lifestyles (KRA 7). Particular attention will be made on supporting setting-based approaches, such as health-promoting schools, healthy workplaces, healthy villages, and other components of the healthy island approach.

Sub Program One: Maternal and child health

Output 7.8: To prevent and reduce disease, disability and premature death from chronic noncommunicable diseases and prevent or reduce risk factors for health conditions.
