	One of the causative factors of the decade long civil war is the negative attitude of Sierra Leoneans towards state property and the citizenry. It is the view of government to change this negative trend by re-orientating the minds of our citizens through continuous engagement and discussions on the need to change their attitude towards work, authority, state property and fellow citizens.  There are challenges the country needs to overcome in order to achieve the intended goal; principal among these is the fear of change manifested by the tendency for Sierra Leoneans to continue doing things that are not in the interest of the country.

	 Achievements/ challenges:
	During the assessment exercise, it was observed that after the ABC awareness campaign on civic responsibilities and rights, more Sierra Leoneans now understand and appreciate their civic responsibilities and rights. More Sierra Leoneans now understands than before why they should pay their taxes and are now willing to pay such taxes.

During the session with the Traffic Police and  Traffic Wardens it was revealed that there have been an increase in the understanding and respect drivers ,passengers and pedestrians have for traffic rules and regulations.

The tense student political tension in Fourah Bay college campus during the 2010 student union elections was defused by the timely intervention of the ABC. The elections were conducted in peace to the surprise and admirations of the general public. This is a great achievement towards eliminating student violence in schools and colleges.

During the discussions with local councils, paramount chiefs and political youth groups, it was observed that as a result of the ABC political t as a result of the ABC political tolerance campaigns tolerance campaigns, councillors and youths groups regardless of their ethnic or political affiliations are now being united in their approach towards national peace and development.
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
