	Project Description:
	In March 2009, Sierra Leone was hit by the biggest eruption of violence since the end of the war between the two main political parties –the ruling APC and the opposition SLPP which prompted the postponement of local council elections in the South of the country. This spate of violence pre-ceded the attack on the SLPP party headquarters in early April.  The UNIPSIL and UNCT brokered peace talks that resulted in the signing of a joint communiqué which attempted to address the key issues brought forward by both parties.   The communiqué amongst others condemned all forms of violence and political incitement. Amongst 16 issues of attention, the communiqué categorically recommended that an independent review panel be set investigate what lead to the violence and who were involved and recommend actions to be taken to prevent a recurrence.
