Narrative


The UN will work with the main counterparts, chief among them being DJAG, DCD, OC, PubSol, law enforcement, justice system and civil society towards strengthening the human rights discourse in PNG , as well as strengthening the capacity both of duty bearers to fulfill their responsibilities and that of rights holders to bring forward their grievances free of fear. The UN will continue to work with government counterparts such as DJAG on issues linked to reporting on human rights instruments already ratified or acceded to by PNG. The UN will work with the Government to establish a reporting regime to treaty bodies and encourage ratification of the outstanding human rights treaties. On the rights holder side, it is noteworthy that there is not yet a Human Rights Commission in PNG. The UN will work with the Technical Working Committee to assist the process of establishing this important institution which would facilitate the access of rights holders to a dedicated Government institution with the mandate to oversee the human rights situation in PNG. An important part of this work will be to facilitate the establishment of district level consultation mechanisms, both to provide access to the NHRC, and also to strengthen human rights awareness more generally among the public.
