6 coordination meetings were held of the Return and Reintegration Working Groups, focused on facilitating peaceful co-existence and coordinating interventions in Central Darfur.
20 field missions were completed, including designated focus group discussions in each return area to pinpoint flashpoints for community disharmony and devise solutions.  This includes building in these discussions into UNHCR planning of activities for 2015.  Just over 300 litres of fuel and further technical support were provided to the State Level Crop Protection Committees to ensure that effective monitoring could take place. Support to the state committee for violence against women was accorded by provision of resources  necessary for carrying out the 16 Days of Activism campaign. Further support is available as and when appropriate throughout the project period, which includes capacity building and technical knowledge where appropriate.

Scarcity of resources has, manytimes, triggered conflicts in central Darfur state, mainly between farmers and nomadic commnities. The project focused on IDPs, IDP returnees as well as nomadic communities in and around return villages, who share most of the limited resources with IDP returnees, in order to Promote peaceful co-existence and Peaceful Conflict Resolution mechanisms. During the project period, 5 workshops with local administratives, retunees and nomadic communities were carried out in in Zalingei, Azum, Oruokom, Abatta and Tereij areas on Conflict Analysis, Negotiation & Mediation Skills as well as Conflict Resolution & Crisis management in collaboration of GoS - University of Zalingei – Centre for Peace Studies. 
Darfur experiences farm and crop distruction by the nomads/ livestock keepers which often triggers conflict between the nomads and the famers. These two communities often share scarce resources that are available within the sedentary communities. The project therefore, contributed towards Promotion of  Co-existence and Peaceful Conflict Resolution.
The achived outcome was towards provision of rapid and catalytic resourcces that are of direct impact to advance peaceful co-existance and conflict resolution among the Darfur communities, the project supported the existing farm/crop protection committee (local initiative structures) with procurement and transportation of 12  barrels of fuel and purchase of 12 empty barrels which facilitated negotiations and conflict resolution meetings in areas where crop destruction occurred as well as preventive measures as crop protection committee traveled to several villages with peaceful co-existance meesage among the two communities.The outcome of this activity greatly contributed towards supporting structured peace building process driven by state actors based on needs on ground.

The actual target of this project activity which was construction of four classrooms has been completed. Construction of 6 classrooms currently in progress,  1 teachers office has been completed while construction of another 4 teachers offices is ongoing. 1 latrine construction is complete and construction of the other 6 latrines is under way, 15 classrooms have been contracted and rehabilitation work is in progress; 220 school desks have been manufactured with 110 desks already distributed, the remaining 110 desks will be distributed in the first week of December.
Overall 80% of the planned activities under this outcome has been completed while the remaining 20% is on-going as scheduled.

Project Management committees were set up for all activities under this project, including members from the Parents Teachers Association (PTA). Considerable feedback is provided by the committee which ensures UNHCR/ DRC's oversight to the project.

This project activity was geared towards achieving improved and more equitable access to basic services with emphasis to education, due to gaps caused by the conflict. The project envisaged to provide more equitable access to education, to increase community cohesion and mitigate against conflicts arising due to scarcity or lack of basic services that sometimes trigger communal conflicts and clashes. The project has significantly contributed to the ongoing efforts of the government and humanitarian community in peaceful co-existence and peace building process in Darfur. 
The above shall be achived at 100% rate by the completion of the project, which, is still under implementation. All planned activities took off smoothly and are progressing within the project time frame.

Summer seed voucher distribution to 800 households in Wadi Salih and Zalingei localities, and Winter seed voucher distribution to 400 households as well as winter seeds & tools for 200 HHs and distribution of summer seeds for 135 HH in Garila was completed timely. Support with 6 water pumps to selected groups is under way, with procurement in process while mobilisation for seed revolving scheme was completed. Training on seed revolving scheme for farmers is a continuous activity. 80 youth out of planned 100 from 4 IDP camps in Zalingei have received skills training, the remaining 20 youth will be trained before the end of the project cycle.

 UNHCR/ DRC continue M&E of the project together with targeted communities by the project in order to ensure that behaviour change is tracked and supported. Evaluation of project activities is normally undertaken mid-cycle and at the end of a project cycle to draw on lesson learned and areas that would require improvement in future projects.

The planned activities are progressing well with an implementation rate of 90% completion.

This activity will enhance greater economic self-reliance through equitable livelihood opportunities in mixed communities with special consideration to women's increased knowledge and more participation in local community structures by the end of the project.  
Given that the IDP youth lack economic opportunities to participate in political and socio- economic life due to displacement and lack of skills, youth training in IGA skills through this project will be empowered giving them the opportunity for self-employment in priority areas hence generating income by providing services in the selected skills training areas. The trainees are expected to generate income using their skills in the areas of  masonry, steel work, handicrafts and tailoring.

Farmers’ groups wiil and are already benefitting from support generated income through crop processing and revolving seeds schem introduced as a result of this project.

More visible outcomes by the end of the project, should be acheived, through improved skills and a stronger agricultural base; more robust resilience amongst communities to food security  and livelihood shocks; an increase in assets and social service delivery from authorities where more cross-community interaction should be seen. A sense of ownership over activities and mutual accountability regarding the long-term sustainability and use of structures should develop through UNHCR's use of participatory approaches including Age, Gender and Diversity Mainstreaming (AGDM).

	The project managed to fill critical funding gaps in peace building in the country generally and specifically in Central Darfur state where this project fund was injected. The project engaged key Government counter parts enabling UNHCR's advocacy for legal protection rights and diminishing violence and exploitation of IDPs, particularly women and children.




	Catalytic effects: Did the project achieve any catalytic effects, either through attracting additional funding commitments or creating immediate conditions to unblock/ accelerate peace relevant processes? Briefly describe. (1500 character limit)
	Although no additional funding commitments have been attracted as yet; through this fund, girls/child mothers were specifically targeted by skills training which enhanced their paticipation and contribution to the welfare of the IDP community in Zalingei IDP camps. More importantly, it enhanced their peaceful living in the community which originally segragated them and labled them "prostitutes" dispite the fact that some got pregnant from forced sex, survival sex or  rape.

The Ajwaweed (local courts) run by IDP leaders punish the girls and subject them to harrassment due to their situation. With the Peacebuilding fund's support, workshops were held with the "court" members and opinion holder in the IDP communities of Zalingei town. More acceptance and support by the IDP community leadership struchtures in the camps is seen to be accorded to the targeted child mothers. 

Moreover, more work and funds are required to target various vulnerable segments of the IDP communities as well as for enhanced peaceful co-existance particularly between the farmers and the nomads.

	Gender and women’s rights perspectives were incorporated into the project from the planning phase to implementation, coordination and monitoring of the project. 

Given the fact that the same crisis may affect different gender and age groups differently, the project considered the needs of women, men, boys and girls in the entire process, from initial assessment to targeted project  implementation.

The project considered specific needs, priorities and capacities of the targeted IDPs/ IDP returnees while ensuring equitable participation and fair distribution of resources for the benefits of women and men (boy and girls) as appropriate while maintaining the original gender marker. 

The project has contributed to greater equiatable access to resources provided and contributed to peaceful co-existence among the targeted population.

	Some of the project activities are seasonal, for example summer or winter farming. Timely release of funds will enable greater achievement of planned projects.

Although the project took off smothly and on schedule, factors such as delayed signing of Project Partnership Agreements due to access restrictions by the Government of Sudan on UNHCR staff in Darfur and signing of Technical Agreements (which allow NGOs to work) with the Humanitarian Aid Commission had impacted its progress. With early release of funds, TAs can be signed early.
The security situation and criminality in Darfur remained a challenge during the implementation period. 68,420 persons have been forcibly displaced by conflicts in Central Darfur in 2014 as a result of armed clashes between government forces and rebel movements as well as inter-communal conflicts, while there has been little progress on a number of provisions of the Doha Document for Peace in Darfur. 
The above has had impact on Peace building process and generated further needs above the planned activities as well as affecting confidence on part of the IDPs/ IDP returnees on Darfur peace process.

UNHCR is guided by the established procedures on the selection/retention of implementing partner for its projects. DRC was selected by the UNHCR Implementing Partnership Management Committee to undertake the implementation of this project. The management and implementation of this project was formalized through the signing of Project Partnership Agreement between UNHCR and DRC. The signing of the partnership agreement was delayed until the second quarter of 2014 due to access restrictions imposed by the government on UNHCR international staff in darfur. Nevertheless, with UNHCR national staff on the ground and at the point of delivery and support from the senior management in Khartoum, the signing of the partnership was finalized during the second quarter of 2014. The longstanding collaboration between UNHCR and DRC remained excellent with regular communication and feedback on the progress of the project. There are no changes envesaged to the planned project activities and its duration
