The survey aims to provide baseline data concerning socioeconomic characteristics, availability of formal and informal justice mechanisms, land management issues, livelihood activities, social services, gender issues and women participation and social cohesion. The Survey used mainly quantitative approach to obtain the required information. Quantitative data was obtained through structured questionnaire. A summarized version of the indicator targets is attached as Annex 1. 
A sample of 404 households was selected through stratified random sampling from four administrative units, Golo, Bori, Bari-Ari and Keilling in Golo, Central Jabel Marra locality of Central Darfur. 
The demography of Golo is mainly dominated by Fur tribe and engaging in farming. There were some interesting findings as 83% of the community trusted the informal justice system led by the community leaders while only 5% trusting the formal courts and 5% the police. Traditional conflict mechanisms such as Judia and Rakoba mechanisms are still effective in conflict resolution in the area. 
29% reported having been involved in a land-related communal conflict in the last 12 months, 41% reported not engaging with other tribes as part of their daily livelihood activities. The study revealed that 39.2% of the respondents were unsatisfied with their current source of livelihood. Bad roads condition was the most important physical barrier to access the markets. Poverty is the principal challenge that prevents households from increasing their income, followed by conflict.
33% were satisfied/very satisfied with education services for their children, while 24% were unsatisfied/very unsatisfied. Girl’s enrollment to basic education is almost same as boys. 60% were unsatisfied/very unsatisfied with Water, Sanitation and Hygiene services in their communities vs. 14% satisfied/very satisfied, 49% and 44% reported there were no women in Parent Teach Associations and Water Management Committees respectively. 
As the positive aspect for peace, according to the survey results, 74% of respondents feel comfortable to have neighbor from different tribes or community groups. 

[bookmark: _Toc7898928]1. Introduction
Golo, Central Jebel Marra locality in Central Darfur continues to experience armed clashes between Sudanese Armed Force (SAF) and the Abdul-Wahid faction of the Sudanese Liberation Army, leading to displacement and increased vulnerability among local populations. These population movements create increased strain on the very limited basic services. Also, community conflicts between different groups, mainly nomads and farmers, have been continuously observed on natural resources.
The baseline survey was designed and launched as a part of the joint UNDP and UNICEF peacebuilding project that is being implemented in the context of broader peacebuilding efforts by the UN (especially UNAMID), Government and NGO partners with a view to complementing and drawing connections between the different efforts through activities at the state, locality and community level. It has a unique convening and coordination role providing platforms and mechanisms for bringing different stakeholders together.  The project also has integrated and multi-sectoral approach providing solutions to empower communities and local authorities to promote social cohesion and resilience through Rule of Law, Livelihood, Child Protection, Education and WASH activities that benefit different groups including IDPs, returnees, host communities and nomadic people. The has adopted an explicit conflict sensitive approach which aims to bring all different actors together.

The project baseline survey was conducted in Golo (2018) to understand conflict context in more detail and to set the foundation for project implementation. The project aims to improve and positively the above indicators among others.
The survey focused on the following areas;
1- Availability of formal and informal justice mechanisms and the level of satisfaction concerning these mechanisms.
2- Land management issues in the area.
3- Livelihood activities in the area 
4- Basic social services including Education, Protection, Water, sanitation and hygiene services as well as Health care service
5- Gender issues and women participation in the community
6- Overall social cohesion 

[bookmark: _Toc7898930]1.3 Methodology
The survey was conducted in collaboration with Institute of Peace and Development Studies at Zalingei University and joint technical support from UNICEF and UNDP. The questionnaire (annex 1) was mainly developed by UNICEF and UNDP in collaboration with the Institute and Government partners. The survey collected data and information from sample of 404 individuals - 50% male and 50% female inclusive of 35% Youth and 13.8% girls and boys.
The data was collected from four administrative units, around 100 sample respondents each. 40 volunteers were selected from the locality and they were divided into 20 teams (2 people per team). Each team covered approximately 20 respondents from the sample considering the balance of the age group and gender. Chart 1 and 2 are the results of the age and gender balance on this survey.
The volunteer data collectors were trained by the Institute of Peace and Development Studies for two days before deployment to different villages in the locality. The data collection was completed in five days.
The data collection was done manually using paper questionnaires, while a survey software ‘Kobo’ was utilized for the data compilation and analysis by having the support from 10 students from the University of Zalingei. In addition, IBM SPSS 24 was used for more detailed analysis.


[bookmark: _Toc7898931]2. Characteristics of the respondeNTS
The population in Golo community mainly consists of Fur tribe (88%), who are the main residents of the whole Jebel Marra area and majority of them engage in farming; 8% of the respondents belong to Bargo tribe and 0.25% each for Falata, Masalit, Tama and Zaghawa tribes. It is important to mention that no nomads (pastoralists) tribes were interviewed for this survey since they were out of the locality at the time of the survey. 
60% of the respondents completed secondary education, 23% completed primary school and 8% received university or higher education. 
61% of people experienced displacement due to the sporadic conflicts in the area and returned to their villages recently, 14% residents settled in new villages. (chart 1). 


[bookmark: _Toc7898932]3. Formal and Informal justice mechanisms
Traditional conflict mechanisms such as Judia and Rakoba mechanisms are still effective in conflict resolution led by the community leaders and no hostility after reconciliation. 83% of the community use informal justice systems to solve internal community disputes thus 40 % use tribal committees and 30 % depends on rural courts. (Chart 2).

Reporting to the formal justice mechanism such as police or court in case of disputes rarely seems to happen as most of the respondents disagree to contact the police in case of crime or dispute. The reason is lack of trust by the community to the formal system in resolving their disputes and the low presence of police in Jebel Marra. Only 23% are satisfied/very satisfied with the police. 
In terms of satisfaction, 50% of the community are satisfied with the informal mechanism, while 36% expressed satisfaction with the formal court system since the court in Central Darfur only exist in the state capital, Zalingei, which takes at least 5hours by car from Golo and most of the resident in Jebel Marra do not have means to get to Zalingei. 
Regarding Child Protection, the results showed that only 19% acknowledge the presence of a mechanism for child protection in their communities. There is no Family and Child Protection Units at Police station, and no community-based Child Protection Committee as well as Child Social Welfare mechanism for child protection in Golo. 
The results revealed that 74% of the community reported infringements of people’s rights in the community. This was because this area is characterized by continuous civil war between Government or its militia and armed movements. 12% of the community did not know if there was an infringement or not. This can be referred to lack of awareness about human rights.  
38% of the community reported that violence against child right has decreased, 34% reported no decrease or increase while 18% reported an increase in violence during the last 12 months, and this was attributed to a reduction in conflict. (Chart 3)

[bookmark: _Toc7898933]4. Land management 
The survey revealed that 45% of the community were satisfied with access to land needed for living and livelihoods practices in their communities. Whereas, 28% were unsatisfied because they live far away from their original villages or their land is remote from the village. It was noted 54% of the respondence mentioned that Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs) have no access to land at their current locations. 
The majority (58%) of Golo residents were not involved in any form of conflict and/or dispute related to land in the last 12 months. The results showed that the farmer-pastoralist conflict/dispute was the most prevalent type of conflict (66%) in the Golo community, followed by conflicts and disputes among farmers themselves at 25%. Conflicts or disputes related to land between IDPs and host community accounted for 7% in Golo (Chart 4). The high rate of farmer-pastoralist conflicts and/or disputes was due to farming- grazing competition around the scarce natural resources (land, water and pasture), and/or the absence (or inactive) of the legislation which govern land uses, and prevention of conflicts and disputes between competing groups. 
60% of the community depended on the land management committee or traditional structures to resolve issues related to land, whereas, 24% of the community does not know the existence of such a committee. In Golo area, land is organized by Sheikhs and Omdas as a traditional structure which represent the local administration at community level. 
87% of Golo community do not have documentation and/or registration for their land, and only 6.5% of them have documentation or registration showing their land ownership. This lack of land ownership documents often causes conflicts between land owners and tenants and limits the use of land as collateral security with financial institutions.


[bookmark: _Toc7898934]5. Livelihood 
In Golo, agriculture is the principal source of livelihoods in the area that around 84% of the community is engaged in agriculture crop production, 13% trading and 12% livestock producers. This reliance on one livelihood intervention is risky for the community since they also rely on rainfed agriculture which is susceptible to droughts. 49% reported an increase in economic interventions between diverse communities during the past year.
38% of community members reported that there are not satisfied with their income levels while 36% were satisfied with the income which was primarily from agriculture.
49% of Golo community engage with people from other tribes or groups as part of their daily livelihood activities, and almost 41% do not engage with different tribes or groups. This is not surprising considering that there is only one dominant tribe in Golo, Fur tribe contributing to 88% of the population. 
The survey revealed that, 75% of Golo residents did not participate or receive any training supporting their livelihood activities during the last 12 months with only 11% confirming receiving it from NGOs and none from Government. 
48% of the community have no access to microfinance or credit facilities; this can be related to the lack of land ownership documents and/or the absence of official financial institutions in the locality with 34% having access to microfinance or credit facilities. 53% of the community confirmed presence of producer groups mainly for citrus (15%), potatoes (37%) and gum-arabic (14%). Some producer groups promote other product such as onion, garlic, bean, tomatoes, cereals, honey and groundnuts and account for 36% of the population.
The analyzed data from the baseline survey showed that road access was the most important physical barrier to access markets accounting for 70% and this ultimately led to lack of means of transportation such as vehicles at 48% of the community. Natural disasters accounted for 23% of the barriers. Other obstacles such as insecure situation, looting, remoteness of the markets accounted for 32% of the obstacles. The nature of Jebel Marra topography makes it difficult to transfer goods and products in and out of Golo locality. The average annual baseline income for value chains was: Fruits US$135; Potatoes US$257; Gum Arabic US$28; Honey US$103; Cereals US$159 and Groundnuts US$55 at a rate of 1USD to 47.5 SDG. These value chains have significant potential to be driven up for the benefit of the communities once the obstacles discussed above are dealt with and farmers trained in production, processing, post-harvest handling and storage and marketing.

Poverty contributes to 42% of the challenges preventing communities to increase income, closely followed by conflict at 38%, limited access to improved varieties37%, lack of skills 27%, limited market opportunities 21%, bad roads 16% and economic situation in Sudan at 15%. 
Only one animal health center and one community animal health worker (CAHW) exists in the whole locality and this is a huge gap which the project will try to close to support the livestock population in the locality. 

[bookmark: _Toc7898935]6. Basic Social services 
[bookmark: _Toc7898936]6.1 Education
Most of respondents have school age children, which means high dependency ratio, and extra demand to schools to absorb them which seems to be a challenge to national government and local organizations. The data also showed that 63% of communities were able to send their children to primary school, and 44% were able to send their children to secondary school. The community with children attending university or higher education represented about 19%. According to the baseline survey, 43% of the community was satisfied with their children education services, and 31% were not satisfied with the education services received by their children. 

Parent Teacher Association (PTA) regarded as an important entity for supporting education by fostering a cooperative relationship between school stakeholders, 81% of the community confirmed the presence of a PTA in the schools. In rural schools where the government budget is very low the schools needs PTA to bridge the gap between the school’s needs and the school’s budget. According to the community’s’ view, PTAs membership comprised of mainly one tribe and this was supported by 55% of the community and this clearly supports the dominance of the Fur tribe in Golo.

The survey points out that 46% of the community were satisfied with PTA performance, compared to with 19% unsatisfied. When the community were surveyed regarding extra-curricular activities or school clubs for children at their community schools 71% said No and this is an area that the project will try to address as well. 

According to the community, children from different tribal groups can attend the same school and this was supported by 78% of the community. This indicated that in these communities there is no distinction among community members based on tribe. 6% of the community disagreed with children from different tribes or groups attending the same school, though minor this can negatively affect their social relations and their ability to peacefully coexistence. Lack of teachers was considered by 54% of the community to be the main challenge facing schools, followed by the lack of class rooms (51%) and language (33%).

[bookmark: _Toc7898937]6.2. Water, sanitation and hygiene services
In terms of WASH services, 60% of the community were unsatisfied with the water supply, sanitation and hygiene services (Chart 6). 43% of the community said they do not have water management committees (WMCs) in their community, whereas 33 % indicated they have WMCs. 36% of the community confirmed that WMCs' membership did not include people from different tribes or groups due to the dominance of the Fur tribe in Golo. The dominancy of one tribe reduces the opportunity of other minorities’ tribes to participate in the committee

According to the data, more than 41% of the community reported that they are unsatisfied with the performance of their water management committees, while only 18% were satisfied. 



[bookmark: _Toc7898938]6.3. Health care
The results showed that 53% of the community have access to health facilities and this was improved by an increase in international NGOs in Golo.

However, 52% of the community were unsatisfied with these services at the health centres. This high level of dissatisfaction is a result of insufficient or discontinuous provision of health services. Occasionally, as the armed conflict between armed movements and Government or militias arise, the provision of health services either by government or NGOs would be affected.

[bookmark: _Toc7898939]7. Gender
In terms of gender, 49% of the community agreed that women can participate comfortably and express their ideas in public spaces, such as community meetings, while 41% of them denied it. As a general observation, women living in rural areas of Darfur are unable to join public meetings and frankly express their opinions until the end of the 20th Century, although nowadays through intensive work of local and international organizations regarding awareness campaigns as well as the improvement of women education, women participation has improved significantly. 
Only 23% of the community received information or training related to Gender-Based Violence (GBV) and this is quite a huge gap which this project will address. Only 25% of people reported or will report to the police or they will report in case of Gender Based Violence incidents happening. This relatively high proportion of unwillingness to report the police in case of Gender Based Violence incidents can be traced to the lack of trust to the police as mentioned in earlier discussions. There is direct correlation between the two as outline in Chart 7 below:

In addition, because of the customs and tradition women and their families may feel embarrassed to report the infringement against women. 
In terms of the availability of a mechanism for treating Gender Based Violence incidents in their communities, 47% confirmed unavailability of such kind of mechanisms, while 32% noted the existence of such a mechanism for treatment of Gender Based Violence incidence in their communities. According to the survey, 35% of the people from Golo community perceived that the situation has slightly improved as the decrease on the GBV cases was realized. 
77% of women did not join the informal justice mechanism, this can be the reason why their voice is not being heard, and as a result they miss discussions on their rights. Women's participation in mediation and conflict resolution (Judiya) system was limited as supported by 61% of the community. In Golo, generally land rights are provided to women and this was confirmed by 77% of the community were women can own lands. 
According to the survey, 58% of the community outlined limited education/skills as the main challenge facing women in accessing wage and employment opportunities followed by limited opportunities and information at 33%. Some women have other challenges hindering their access to wages and employment such as, early marriage, conflict and customs and traditions (15%). 
An interesting finding was that 85% of the community confirmed that girls get same educational opportunities as girls and this is really encouraging for such a rural community. Women did not have opportunities to participate in Parents-Teachers Associations (PTA) as outlined by 50% of the community, while about 39% confirmed women participation in PTAs. It can be assumed that the membership of women in PTAs depends on each community’s decision rather than practice based on the culture. Considerable improvement can be noticed in woman participation in public work. Similar as women's participation in PTAs, 44% said women do not have opportunity to join water management committee membership, whereas 32% confirmed women participation in water management committees. 

[bookmark: _Toc7898940]8. Social cohesion
According to the survey results, 76% feels comfortable and ready to have neighbor from different tribe or community group, and only 11% disagreed. This meant that people in their village or community have potential to live together harmoniously and support each other in terms of security, protection, engage in collective work and livelihoods. This can be understood as a positive indication for peacefully coexistence. However, the study shows that 42% trust members of other tribes or community group, while 32% do not trust. The difference in accepting as a neighbor and having trust seems as a gap which should be filled by this project.

In terms of marriage, 66% confirmed that it is fine for a member of their families to marry someone from another tribe or community group. This is a good indicator of peaceful coexistence potential. Using violence against members from another tribe or community group was denied by 73% of the community in Golo which again is a good indicator of potential for healing. 

Issue of trust are key in Golo, 60% of the community confirmed that they trust their community leaders, whereas only 18% do not trust their community leaders. 33% do not trust the government and 39% trust the government. Communities should be engaged in decision making process that affect their life, 41% feel that their voices were heard when government made decisions that affect their life, 32% did not think so.

60% of the communities did not feel safe from violence in their daily life, while only 21% of them feel safe from violence in their daily life. Regarding the availability of a joint conflict resolution mechanism representative to all tribes and groups, 42% confirmed that they have a mechanism in their communities, whereas 37% of them mentioned that their communities do not have such mechanism. 46% of the community confirmed that there is no equal participation and active engagement of people from different tribes and backgrounds. 

57% agreed that different community groups are engaged in collective work (nafir) to support each other. This can be a good forum for involving different parties to work together and building resilience and coexistence of the communities.

64% of the community members still experience conflicts. Regarding the causes of conflicts and disputes other than land issues, 34% confirmed attack by armed forces, 28% tribal disputes, 23% theft, 22% competition on resources, such as water supply and 16% cattle raiding. The monthly number of disputes between farmers and pastoralists/nomads ranged from 3 to 10.
According to the results, the safeness situation is felt by 29%; where only 5% of them felt complete peace. 23 % of the respondents feel that their security situation is bad. 

[bookmark: _Toc7898941]9 Findings and Recommendations 
Overall, people in Golo are facing challenges on basic social services, livelihood opportunities and justice institutions. The participation of women on community decisions has not been permitted in 40% of the communities. Opportunities for secondary education or advanced is limited especially for women in rural areas outside Golo town that there is only one girl’s secondary school in Golo), while the enrollment of basic education is almost equal, and majority of the community members understands the importance of women education. To improve the participation, women in the communities should be capacitated and acknowledge the importance of gender diversity in decision making. Opportunities for advanced education for women will be one important key.
From the view of social cohesion, there are still fear in the community to engage with other groups. The recent baseline survey in Golo shows positive ground to accept different community group members that 76% feels comfortable and ready to have neighbors from different tribe or community group, but the trust does not exist between some groups that only 42.3% of the responders said they trust members of other tribes or community group (i.e. around 34% gap). The negative memories fostered during the prolonged inter-tribal conflict prevent the groups to trust each other.  Gaining trust will take decades, while setting an environment can be initiated by the peacebuilding project.
Below are the main recommendations from the survey;

Peace building: 
· Capacity building on peace building and conflict resolution mechanism is needed for community leaders besides activation of reconciliation local committees.
· Provision of workshops on gender, respect of other opinions, human rights and children right is highly needed. 
Livelihood:
· Cold stores need to be provided for storing fruits and vegetables. 
· Provision of agricultural extension and improved seed is needed in the area.
· Animal breed need to be improved especially goats.
Basic Social Services:
· New schools need to be built and school environment need to be improved.
· Water points needed to be provided in all over Central Jebel Marra locality (Golo).
· Integration of different group members in WASH committees and PTAs
· Advocate for women participation in the community committees
Roads:
· Road need to be improved especially Lori-Golo and Krngai-Golo Roads
