	Procurement, delivery and distribution of the learning materials for 4.7 million. Iraqi children in about 14,000 primary level schools
	100% of the essential learning materials were delivered to all Directorates Of Education (DOEs) warehouses and onward to 4.7 million Iraqi children aged 6 – 12 who received them. Each child is received 8 exercise books of 194 pages each, a box of 10 pencils, 2 pencil sharpeners, 2 erasers, 1 ruler, one drawing book and one box of colour pencil. In addition to that, 1.1 million newly enrolled grade 1 students are received one school bag each.

Qualitative achievements against objectives and results 

	Anecdotal evidence (from UNICEF monitors and MOE key officials and responsible staff of Directorates of education) indicates that the delivery of essential learning materials have contributed directly to increase the overall enrolment and attendance rates of primary level students especially in rural areas by reducing economic burdens on the most deprived families.

The staff of directorates of education in the 18 governorates, schools’ principals and parents were closely involved in the distribution process.
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
