	1. Systems for surveillance of influenza-like illness through strengthening health services for refugees to include surveillance and detection, hygiene education and other forms of infection control, and contribution to containment.  .  

2. A strong coordination mechanism in Geneva for supporting and monitoring all related operations in the field and to play an active role within the different bodies/platforms established under the leadership of UNSIC. 

3. Strategic communication plan for entire refugee communities in order to reduce risks and mitigate the impact of any outbreak or pandemic.

4. Contingency plans developed with key implementing partners at camp level to ensure continuity of delivery of basic assistance like food delivery, water availability, sanitation services and basic health services. 

5. Specific coordination with WFP for implementing a common food strategy in case of pandemic or major disaster.
