	Outcome/ Immediate Objective:
	1. Advocacy: Advocate for refugees, IDPs, returnees and other persons of concern to UNHCR to be fully integrated as beneficiaries in the national host Government contingency plans. UNHCR is fully involved in the UN Country Team’s (UNCT) Pandemic Preparedness planning process in countries with significant refugee populations. This advocacy activity has so born few result and most of the countries with Refugee Population have not included Refugees in their Contingency Plans.UNHCR needs the strong and and full support of other UN Agencies potentially participating in Refugee assistance, like WFPand UNICEF. The role of OCHA in his regional and national presence will be crucial for achieving this goal. UNCT, in countries with refugee population, after being aware should formally consider refugee communities in the national contingency plan.

2. Human Pandemic Preparedness: Prepare affected communities for the detection, prevention and mitigation of epidemics including AHI. Regional Coordinators during their mission in different countries are participating in the close working relation existing between WHO and UNHCR Country Offices.  
3. Continuity of humanitarian services: Organize and put into place adequate planning with Implementing and Operational Partners (IPs/Ops) for ensuring basic delivery assistance under pandemic conditions. Refugee Food Pipe line is a full component of WFP logistics plan for disasters. UNHCR logistics and regional Coordinators have participated in logistic workshops organized at regional levels




	Outputs and Key Activities:
	· To finalize the operational modalities for the sustainability of the H2P preparedness activities with contingency planning ready and operational in all refugee camps of the targetted countries. 
· To ensure UNHCR operations are ready to respond in case a human influenza pandemic occurs or any other major outbreak. 
· To develop and complete, with the collaboration of operational Partners, the mechanisms for ensuring the continuity of basic assistance delivery to camp refugees through pandemic.
· To expand pandemic preparedness activities to refugees in urban situations.
