	Project Description
The crisis that Burundi underwent since 1993 was characterized by a fratricidal war which killed many people and many infrastructures were also destroyed and stolen. Besides, some infrastructures which were not destroyed need to be rehabilitated and this the same case for courts at the low level. For the moment, some courts are working in offices belonging the communal administration as well as churches. Public hearings are often postponed because there are some other activities taking place at the same time as these public hearings. Moreover, this situation is compromising the principle of independence of the judicial power face to the executive power. Via the construction of 32 courts, the project will allow to judges to deal with judicial decisions in good conditions and within a reasonable deadline and to establish the confidence of the answerable in justice. This will avoid the recourse to other extra judicial means as this is the case in Burundi.
