	Awareness campaigns in the  communities, schools, clinics, NGOs, government ministries, and the public to inform them on the peace building activities that the Youth Peace Ambassadors are implementing (Peace Campaigns in the communities, Campaigns against Gender Based Violence, ToT workshops on peace building and conflict resolution for the community youth, etc). 


	· Awareness continues to be an integral part of the VPP activities in all the counties. The VPP activities that the Youth Peace Ambassadors are implementing in the counties are usually preceded by radio talk shows that by the volunteers in their respective counties of assignment. These are conducted in English and in the local dialects to provide opportunities for the public especially the youth to be informed and involved. At the project office level in Monrovia, we conducted radio programme with  UNMIL radio that was aired country wide in January informing the nation of the programmes the project has lined up for the year. Other awareness efforts that we are currently engaged in are the production and distribution of posters on our ToT programme country wide. The project will also soon produce high quality plastic banners and T-Shirts for distribution in all counties as a way of further sensitizing the public on our forthcoming activities.

	· One-month induction training on Conflict Resolution and Peace Building was successfully conducted for the Youth Peace Ambassadors in September, 2009 that prepared them for their one year field assignment in the counties. Please refer to the September, 2009 quarterly report for details on the training content.

	30 Youth Volunteers for Peace deployed to counties of assignment (two in each county comprising of women and men); and 10% of youth in the counties trained by the volunteers on how they can diffuse potential conflicts
	· Following the successful deployment of 31 Youth Peace Ambassadors to the counties, they, in January 2010 began, in addition to other activities, the ToT workshops for the youth in the communities. By the end of January 750 youth were trained in all counties. Another 1,350 youth will receive the training on peace building and conflict resolution in May, June and July. 

· It is important to note that at the completion of the January 2010 ToT the volunteers established a youth peace committee in each of the 4 districts they are engaging. Each committee has a membership of six (3 men and 3 women). The members of the peace committees work together with the peace ambassadors in the implementation of the project activities including the ToT workshops. The main objective behind this is to build the capacity of the members transfer the peace building and conflict resolution skills they learn from the ambassadors to other youth. This will ensure the creation of the cascading impact of skills transfer as envisaged in the project document. There are a total of 360 Youth Peace Committee members country wide. 
· Other activities implemented by the Youth Peace Ambassadors include in February, March and April include Peace Campaigns, Conflict Analysis in the communities, Motorbike training, mobilization and registration of participants for the 2nd and 3rd ToT workshops. 
· The peace campaign was aimed at directly engaging the youth in the local communities on the significance of peace building and getting the people to actively take part in designated activities that would help them appreciate the role of peace in social cohesion and national development. It is also a raining to the community youth on the relevance of peace to their personal and communal progress. The peace ambassadors worked closely with the Youth Peace Committee members and organized various kinds of activities. These included cleaning campaigns, drama, dialogue, sports, speeches, debate, and etc. The campaigns were categorised in to 6 thematic areas namely, Youth Unity, Environment, Land Issues, Peace Building, Education and Gender. Please see appendix A for the peace campaign activities per county and Appendix B for the photos.
· The conflict analysis was aimed at getting a better understanding of the conflict causes and related issues in the communities that the ambassadors are working in. This will help in developing and implementing programmes that are more focused. 

· The motorbike training was conducted for all the ambassadors in March 2010. This was to allow them begin using the motorbikes that the project procured for their work in the counties. All ambassadors participated in the training and are duly licensed by the Ministry of Transport.

· The Youth Peace Ambassadors have completed the mobilization of ToT participants for the upcoming workshop in May. They are completing the mobilization for the 3rd ToT. Please see Appendix C for the list of participants for the May 2010 ToT in all counties.

	The VPP has so far trained 750 youth leaders throughout the country, and 1,350 will be trained in May, June and July 2010. It is expected that the trained youth leaders will further disseminate the skills to the other youths in the communities.

	Integration of the Volunteer for Peace programme into the Ministry of Youth and Sports activities in the counties enhanced

	Documents that will assist the Ministry of Youth and Sports to manage programme have already been completed. A meeting of stakeholders is scheduled for May 2010 to discuss the details of integration. The ministry has however, during a meeting held in March 2010 indicated that it will incorporate VPP into the NYVS programme, and run both as one integral programme.

	Qualitative achievements against expected results:

	The VPP project team is beginning to see a lot of qualitative improvements first in the way the youth peace ambassadors implement the project activities, and second in the communities’ response to the VPP activities. The ambassadors’ ability to prepare proposals and reports for their ToT workshops and other activities, and mobilize people for the activities is highly improved. The and the youth, especially the members of the Youth Peace Committees are highly involved in the VPP activities, and this is gradually scaling up the significance that youth are attaching to peace and its impact on social cohesion and nation building. 




	challenges (If necessary):



	· Internet access to facilitate the work of the peace ambassadors. 

· The programme is experiencing logistical problems that are usually causing implementation delays. For example, the mobilization of participants for ToT workshops in the counties takes time because of the time period to conduct the appropriate protocols (going to the communities, calling for a meeting, discussing on the appropriate candidates, agreeing with the community people on who should participate, etc). These are important consultative processes that must take place in order to ensure a peaceful and healthy mobilization of participants that is sanctioned by the community. 
· Distribution of project materials and other resources (e.g. food items for workshops) takes time and causes delays.
· Mobility. The volunteers up to March 2010 were using transport allowance to move around in the counties. During that period their mobility was restricted. This problem has now been solved as they have motorbikes and are given motorbike gasoline and maintenance allowance for their movements.
