 Purpose
The SGBV Crimes Unit is a specialized Unit established to provide rapid investigative and prosecutorial response to complaints of sexual assault, abuse, and exploitation in order to justly and fairly hold perpetrators accountable and provide support to victims.  

The goal of the Unit is to improve the prosecution of Sexual Gender Based Violence crimes and to provide a victim-centered approach to those affected by sexual violence, and assist victims in dealing with the criminal justice system in Montserrado County. 

The Unit was formally dedicated by Her Excellency President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf, President of the Republic of Liberia on February 27, 2009 to improve the justice sector response to sexual assault and abuse and to provide support to victims.  The program was graced by the Special Representative of the Secretary General, donor, partners, government agencies and ministries. Since its establishment, the Unit has been fully functional with trained staff working with police, healthcare providers and partners to provide appropriate and timely response to incidences of rape. 
The SGBV Crimes Unit is a pilot project and will be implemented in three (3) phases.  The Unit is implementing Phase 1 which covers 1-18 months.  Implementation of the project activities actually began in April 2009.    

Key outcomes: 
· The MOJ’s internal structures are reformed to allow for targeted and efficient prosecution of SGBV cases by a specialized team of prosecutors, investigators and victim support officer.

· The SGBV Crimes Unit prosecutors, investigators and victim support advocate are effectively trained in procedural and substantive areas in order to enhance justice delivery to the community.

· SGBV Crimes Unit works with partners, through its Outreach and Training Coordinator, on public education in relation to SGBV and the Unit’s work, enhancing public trust, promoting engagement with formal justice system in cases of SGBV, and thereby reducing resort to violence or alternative practices to formal justice, eg. Trial by ordeal/Sassywood 

Outputs and Key Activities:
· Operational plan for prosecution of SGBV crimes developed by MOJ.

· SGBV Crimes Unit physically established and staffed. Information collection system is established and prosecution by the Unit commenced. 

· SGBV Crimes Unit prosecutors, investigators and victim support advocate are effectively trained further in procedural and substantive areas to enhance prosecutorial effectiveness. 

· Public Education and Awareness of the SGBV Crimes Unit’s work enhanced, in coordination with partners.

Implementation and Monitoring

Establishment of a Steering Committee and Working Groups: In accordance with the project document and also to facilitate transparent and result based management and implementation of the project, UNFPA facilitated the establishment at the Ministry of Justice of a Steering Committee comprising Government, UN and civil society partners and Chaired by Deputy Ministry of Justice.    The Steering Committee meets on bi-monthly basis.  Besides, technical groups are also established on strategic areas of training, development of manuals and other key activities and meets on a regular basis.

Regular Monitoring visits to the SGBV Crimes Unit and Courts

UNFPA undertook regular monitoring visits to the SGBV Crimes Unit and also to the Criminal Court E and other related institutions.  At least one visit per month undertaken and interactions held with staff, survivors accessing services and other agencies to assess the needs and to facilitating improvements in access and delivery of services by the Unit.

 Results:

Achievements/Accomplishments

This report covers the activities of the Sexual Gender Based Violence Crimes Unit (SGBVCU) for the period April to December 2009. During the period under review, the Unit is pleased to note these accomplishments as follows: 
· The MOJ/SGBV Crimes Unit received six vehicles from the Peace Building fund that were presented by UNFPA Resident Representative.
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Presentation of vehicles to MOJ by UNPFA Liberia Country Resident Representative
· Recruited and trained staff members to implement SGBV CU activities and mandate;
· Conducted induction training (orientation) for SGBV CU staff members;
· Conducted in-service trainings for SGBV staff members, City Solicitors and partners;
· Five (5) SGBV CU staff members participated in a study tour to the United States of America, USA during May 2009;
· Conducted training for healthcare workers, psychosocial advocates and investigators on response to sexual assault cases;
· Two prosecutors of the SGBV CU attended Trial and Advocacy Training in the United States of America during November 2009;
· Five (5) prosecutors participated in MOJ prosecution training;
· Served as facilitators in five (5) workshops organized by Norwegian Refugee Council (NRC), Agency for Economic Development & Empowerment, Gbalin Women Cooperatives, JFKMC, and International Rescue Committee (IRC);
· Five (5)community forums were held to provide legal information on the laws of sexual violence, information  on prevention and response to sexual abuse, the  consequences of abuse, and the reporting process when rape occurs;
· Conducted four (4) schools based awareness sessions to sensitize teachers and students (adolescent girls and boys) on issues of rape and protection; 
· Three radio programs aired on three local radio stations to sensitize the public on the negative consequences of rape, access to available legal support service, the reporting process when sexual violence occurs, how the community can support victims and the court process;
· Developed LNP Training Manuals;
· Received calls and responded to complaints of sexual violence through the  24 hours Hotline
· Prosecuted five (5) cases at Criminal Court “E”;
· Referred fifty one (51) victims to partners (Ministry Of Health &Social Welfare, International Rescue Committee , and OSIWA Village) for psychosocial support and safety;
The Unit is coordinating with key partners to improve response services for victims which include: collaboration with  Liberia National Police, (WACPS) and UNMIL to improve investigation of SGBVCU cases and evidence collection; Ministry of Health & Social Welfare (MOHSW)in providing psychosocial support for victims; SOS Children Village to provide psychosocial services and safety to victims, Ministry of Gender & Development (MOGD) to better respond to victims and to review the work-plan for funds donated to Liberia to handle GBV issues.

To supplement the work of the Unit, one Prosecutor has been seconded to the Unit by United Nations Mission in Liberia (UNMIL) and a fellow from the University of Canada by the Carter Center to assist the prosecution team to build case files for prosecution. The Norwegian Refugee Council on the other hand seconded a Data Base Officer to assist in data collection and analysis. One person has volunteered her services to the Unit by assisting Case Liaison Officers in updating cases.

Trainings
Orientation of Newly Recruited Staff
A one day orientation of newly recruited staff was held on April 17, 2009 on the procedures and policies of the Unit.  Exchange of views on work performance and expectation of the unit was part of the activities carried out during the orientation. Contracts and Confidentiality Agreement forms were signed by staff members.
Training for SGBV Crimes Unit, City Solicitors, LNP
In-service training for staff and other partners involved in sexual violence response was held from April 21 – 23, 2009.   The training brought together SGBV Crimes Unit staff, LNP investigators, Health Workers, County Attorneys, MGD, MOH and City Solicitors on interacting with victims/witnesses & interviewing techniques. 
Study Tour
Five staff from the Unit which included Cllr. Felicia V. Coleman, Chief Prosecutor, Amara Sheriff, Prosecutor, S. Eric Dentor, Case Liaison Officer, Rosetta Neese-Baikpeh, Case Liaison Officer and Doris Maholo, Victim Support Advocate attended a comprehensive study tour on handling sexual assault cases and a training on sexual assault, domestic violence and stalking in   California, USA from May 8 – 25, 2009.  The objectives of the study tour were: 

· To visit various sexual assault response centers in California.
· To learn intervention strategies and best practices from Victim Support Advocates

· To participate in a 3 day conference on sexual assault, domestic violence and stalking.

· To obtain learning materials for use by the unit.

Training for health workers, psychosocial advocate and investigators
One day training with the participation of five (5) Prosecutors, one (1) CLO, health workers, psychosocial advocate and investigators was held at Corina Hotel Conference Room on September 25, 2009. The objective of the workshop was to discuss the roles and responsibilities of health practitioners, investigators and psychosocial counselors in the Legal Process, from reporting through trial. The training built knowledge and understanding on the role of health providers in sexual offense cases, bringing together 44 participants. 
Stress Management Workshop Phase I
A one day Stress Management workshop was held for 21 staff of SGBVCU on October 10, 2009 at Thinker’s Village. The workshop was facilitated by Christian Empowerment and Sustainable Program Inc. (CESP) and Norwegian Refugee Council (NRC). The purpose of the training was to help staff members identify potential stress factors in the organization and minimize the impact of stress.
MOJ Prosecution Training
Five Prosecutors from the SGBV CU attended two day prosecution training organized by the Ministry of Justice for County Attorneys, Public Defenders, and City Solicitors at the Corina Hotel from 28-30 October 2009. The purpose of this training was to build collaborative link between prosecutors and public defenders in handling sexual violence cases.
Case Review
1(one) case review in-service training was conducted on September 2, 2009 for Prosecutors and Case Liaison Officers. 
1(one) case review in-service training was conducted on November 24, 2009 for Prosecutors, Case Liaison Officers, Victim Support Advocates and Data Base Officers. 
Trial Advocacy Training
Two Prosecutors of the SGBVCU (Cllr. Felicia Coleman and Atty George Sagbeh) attended a Building Trial Skills Program in Philadelphia, USA from November 8 – 13 2009. The Trial Advocacy Training sharpened the Prosecutors’ courtroom skills, from strengthening their verbal communications to increasing strategic planning. During the training, the Prosecutors were engaged in a simulation of necessary courtroom skills, and were able to witness trial demonstrations, and lectures on advocacy.

The training improved the Prosecutors’ understanding on how to better conduct direct and cross examinations, lay foundations, deliver opening statements, closing arguments, the right way to impeach, and do voir dire followed by instant faculty feedback and critique of live and videotaped performances. 
Stress Management Workshop Phase II
Phase II of Stress Management workshop held for staff of SGBVCU on December 12, 2009 in Robert sport, Grand Cape Mount County. 21 staff of the Unit attended the one day session on identifying potential stress factors in the organization and minimizing the impact of stress.

The Unit served as facilitators in five (5) workshops during the reporting period.
Training Workshop for the Women and Children Protection Section, LNP

In collaboration with NRC, a two day training workshop was held from 21 – 22 October 2009 for the Women & Children Protection Section, Liberia National Police to develop and strengthen the required technical skills of WACPS Line Managers in responding to reported cases of SGBV. The Chief Prosecutor made a presentation on “Introduction to the SGBV Crimes Unit.”
Agency for Economic Development & Empowerment Workshop
A Workshop was organized by Agency for Economic Development & Empowerment on December 7, 2009 at the Boatswain Junior & Senior High School for students, teachers and community women. The Chief Prosecutor of the SGBVCU served as facilitator.  Cllr. Coleman made a thirty minutes presentation on “History of the SGBVCU & Eight Steps in Prosecuting Rape. Fifty persons attended the workshop. 
Gbalin Women Cooperatives Workshop
The Gbalin Women Cooperatives held a workshop in Gbalin Farm, Kpor Town, and Careysburg on December 8, 2009. The Chief Prosecutor of the SGBVCU served as facilitator and made presentations on “Seeking Legal Redress for Sexual Gender Violence”, and “Legal Remedy and Preventive Measures for sexual violence”.  Twenty-seven (27) men and women attended the workshop. 
John F.K. Memorial Center (JFKMC) Workshop
Two Workshops were organized by the J. F.K. Memorial Center for nurses, PA’s and other Health Practitioners on December 3 and 16 2009.  The Chief Prosecutor presented on the Rape Law, Preventive Measures for sexual abuse and channel for reporting of sexual violence.
IRC GBV Program Workshop
The International Rescue Committee Gender Based Violence Program organized a workshop for the Liberia National Police and Immigration personnel on December 11, 2009 at the SOS Social Center on Tubman Boulevard. The Chief Prosecutor served as facilitator at the workshop and made presentation on the Overview and functions of SGBV Crimes Unit and the newly created Sexual Violence Court (Criminal Court E). 
UNFPA Training on Clinical Management of Rape and Community Forum

On 01-04 June 2009, UNFPA supported the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare and Touching Humanity in Need of Kindness (THINK) in organizing Clinical Management of Rape and Community Forum trainings at Bomi.  Two staff of the SGBV crimes unit participated in the training and shared information with the meeting on the role of the unit in the criminal justice system with emphasis on the protection of the survivor during the trial and after the trial as the need for protection arises
Community Forums

Three (3) Community Outreach Fora were held in collaboration with IRC Network Group at Matadi, ELWA Junction and West Point. At each of the forum, the Chief Prosecutor helped participants to understand the Rape Law and discussed ways in which preventive measures can be taken to curtail the exposure of victims to sexual assault. 45 women attended at Matadi; 16 male attended at ELWA junction; and 53 female attended at West Point. The participants were leaders from Chocolate City, Chicken Soup Factory, ELWA, Bardnesville and Logan Town communities. 
One community forum was held in collaboration with IRC Network Group in the Barnesville community at the community centre. The IRC network group leaders attended the forum from eight communities (Bushrod Island, Chicken Soup factory, ELWA, Matadi, Slipway, Barnesville, Darque Town and Chocolate city.   59 participants, 19 male and 40 female were in attendance. Participants at the forum were given legal information on the laws of sexual violence, how to protect and prevent their children from being sexually abused, its consequences and the reporting process when sexual violence occurs. 

One (1) community forum was held in Harmon field, Paynesville for Youth and community people. 73 participants were in attendance (41 boys and 32 girls). Participants at the forum were given information on how to protect and prevent their children from being sexually abused its consequences and the reporting process when sexual violence occurs.
School Based Awareness Sessions

The SGBVCU conducted four (4) school based awareness sessions during the reporting period to sensitize teachers and students (adolescent girls and boys) on issues of sexual violence, its negative consequences, reporting procedures and prevention. 
School based awareness sessions were held at Soltiamon Christian School System on 19th street. 65 teachers (40 female and 25 male) were in attendance.


School based awareness sessions were held at Joseph G. Cooper Memorial Elementary and Junior High School on 12 Street on November 6, 2009.

School based awareness sessions were held at Billie Christian Institute, Pipeline on November 27, 2009. 

School based awareness sessions were held at Salvation in Christ Ministry School Zayzay Community Paynesville on Dec 4, 2009.
Interviews

Three (3) radio programmes were aired on UNMIL Radio, Truth FM and Radio Veritas to sensitize the public on the negative consequences of rape, access to available legal support service, the reporting process when sexual violence occurs, how the community can support victims and the court process. 
Documentary 
A two hours documentary based on procedures in handling Sexual Gender-Based Violence offenses in a small Muslim community in Cameroon was watched by staff of the Crimes Unit.  The documentary was made available by the Norwegian Refugee Council (NRC) in collaboration with the Training and Outreach Coordinator of the crimes Unit.
Development of Manuals and Brochure
Prosecution Manual- The Unit in collaboration with its partners in particular The Carter Centre produced The Sexual & Abuse Prosecution Handbook for prosecutors. The first one Hundred and Fifty copies (150) were printed by UNHCR and distributed to prosecutors and other beneficiaries. Two (2) workshops for Prosecutors were conducted using the manuals. Additional one hundred copies were printed by UNHCR.
LNP Training Manual- A training manual for the Police has been produced and is now in print. UNHCR has begun the printing of four hundred (400) Police Training manuals to be used for trainers of trainers.

Development of the Unit Brochure:  With support from UNFPA/PBF, a brochure containing the mission statement, objective, goals, structure, etc has been developed and is now in circulation. 
Establishment of Hotline: 
Through UNFPA/PBF support, the Unit introduced its 24 Hours Hotline Response Service to receive cases of sexual violence including rape, sexual abuse sodomy etc on April 23, 2009. The hotline number was distributed to intake sources: Ministry Of Justice, Women & Children Protection Section, LNP, Ministry of Gender & Development, clinics, and the general public. The hotline response to SGBV cases remained opened throughout the year. Case Liaison Officers responded to hotline calls, assisting police and prosecutors to build case files, mobilizing and transporting witnesses for prosecution. Final arrangements are being made so that calls coming to the hotline can be free of charge to the caller
Status of Cases
From April 2009 to December 30, 2009, the SGBV Crimes Unit received and documented a total of 160 sexual assault cases: 74 through the hotline, and 96 though referrals from partners addressing SGBV issues in Liberia and Criminal Court “E”. The cases from Criminal Court “E” are those now on the Court’s docket that were transferred from Criminal Courts “A” and “B”. The chart below shows the classification of these cases as reported.
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Of the total 160 cases received and documented, 91 are active that is the Unit has some basics information for prosecution or in the process of collecting additional information as evidence for prosecution. Of the 91 active cases, the Unit presented evidence to the Grand Jury and 18 Defendants were indicted. The Unit is currently working with LNP and partners to collect additional evidence for the remaining 73 active cases.

There are 63 cases that are inactive that is complainants/witnesses cannot be located or complaints/witnesses are not willing to testify or assist the police with investigation. Some cases however lack sufficient evidence for prosecution. Of the inactive cases, 14 have waiver requests. 
Motions to Dismiss 
The Unit has filed twelve (12) motions for dismissal of the complaints and or indictments because of insufficient evidence to adequately prosecute at this time. The court has already heard eight (8) of the Motions and granted them without prejudice to the State to refile.

 Sexual Offence and Rape Cases Prosecuted by SGBV Crimes Unit
Six (6) defendants were prosecuted by the Unit. Of the six (6) tried, three Defendants were convicted and sentenced to life imprisonment while three (3) defendants were acquitted.

· RL vs Musa S. Fallah- tried, convicted and sentenced to life imprisonment during August Term of Court.

· RL vs Power Massaquoi- Tried, convicted and sentenced to life imprisonment during the August Term of Court.

· RL vs Emmanuel Quenah and John Flomo- Tried by the Court and acquitted

· RL vs Prince Mayango- tried, convicted and sentenced to life imprisonment

· RL Vs G. Dolo Miller- tried and acquitted.
Indictments, True Bills and Arraignments
18 cases were presented to the Grand Jury during the February and August Terms of Court. All 18 cases received true bills. Of the 18 cases indicted, four (4) cases have already been tried.

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Sex of Victims

While it is true that SGBV is not only perpetrated against women based on the statistic gathered by the Unit, 98% of the victims are females; two (2) percent are males.
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Age range of victims

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Support to Victims

Over the past ten months, the office of the Victim Support have been involved in providing psychosocial support to fifty-one (51) victims through counseling, helping them deal with the physical and emotional effects of rape and the reactions of family and friends. 

Information was provided to victims about victim’s rights and options on referrals, accompanying victims to court proceedings and interacting with lawyers. 

After counseling, referrals were made to other agencies for reasons ranging from safety and security, additional medical attention and material, housing and educational support. Below is the breakdown of referrals made per agency for additional support. 

· Twenty -Seven cases (27) were referred to IRC and the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare new psychosocial program, for additional psychosocial support which includes material, educational and extra medical cost.  
· Total of fifteen (OSIWA village-4, THINK-9) cases were referred to safe homes for counseling, security and other social factors such as stigmatization and means of sustenance during treatment. 
· Although all the above cases received medical services, however, three (3) cases were directly referred by VSO for additional medical support due to some complications that developed after the initial treatment.
· Five victims received legal counseling and were accompanied to court during court proceeding along with their witnesses. 
Supportive services rendered to the victims during the reporting period include:

· Supportive counseling during visits to Victim’s homes and at the SGBV CU.

· Payment of rent for two victims who had to be relocated due to stigmatization, insecurity and other social factors associated with the violence they experienced.

· Referral of critical victims to health centers for additional medical support which included abortion of pregnancy as a result of the rape.

· Minimum cash support in form of transportation allowance and purchasing of additional drugs and food for victims

· Material support in form of clothes/lappas and slippers for extremely vulnerable victims.

· Empowerment support through the provision of goods for small business start-up. 

· Visitations made at the court with victims prior to trial to acquaint them with court equipments, orders and procedures. 

· Assisting victims during court sessions.  

· Providing basic counseling, meal, and transportation while attending court sessions.

Victim’s Location

Most victims of rape continue to live in their homes after their bitter experiences. Due to the trauma of rape and the community attitude of blaming the victims for violence against them, some victims have been referred to safe homes for safety and psychosocial support.   The chart below shows a graphical description of the numbers of the victims at home and/or at safe home as per cases reported.
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Health Service  
Victims of rape are in most case referred to the hospital for medical examination and treatment.  The following hospitals have been very helpful in the examination and treatment of victims of SGBV and have provided the Unit with necessary information during prosecution.  There are some cases reported where victims however do not go to any hospital or clinic for treatment and therefore do not have any medical document in their case files. The below chart explains the breakdown of cases treated by the respective hospital.
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Medical Report

When an incident of sexual abuse and assault occurs, victims are referred to health clinic for examination and treatment. After treatment, a report is prepared by the health care provider and issued to the victim if he/she is above 18 years or to parents/guardians if below 18 years.  With informed consent of the victim or victim’s parents/guardians, a copy of the medical is given to the police or to the Unit for prosecution. Of the 160 cases reported, 135 have medical reports while 25 do not have medical reports. Read Chart below
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Incidence per District

Presently the SGBV Crimes Unit is actively receiving and prosecuting cases of sexual assault and abuse in Montserrado County which has four districts:  Greater Monrovia, Careysburg, St. Paul River, Commonwealth and Todee Districts.   The statistics show that most of the crimes committed as reported are perpetrated in Greater Monrovia (which is about 83% of the total cases).  
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Status of Perpetrators 

The Ministry of Justice is committed to ensuring that all perpetrators of SGBV are persecuted under the laws of Liberia. Of the 160 cases, 98 cases have Defendants charged and Detained at the Monrovia Central Prison; 10 cases have Defendants At Large; 33 cases have Defendants not Arrested; 1 case has Defendant pardoned by the President of the Republic of Liberia; 1 case has Defendant on Bail; 19 cases had Defendants arrested but were released either by the police or the court; 4 cases were tried by both Criminal Court A and Criminal E and defendants were sentenced; 1 case was tried by the Unit and defendants were acquitted.
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  Challenges

· The Law of Jury Trial: There is no time limit on how long a trial might last. One Jury trial may take an entire term depending on the number of witnesses each party might have, so many trials might not take place during a term of Court.

· The Complexity of our Criminal Justice System does not allow Fast Tracking of Criminal Cases especially those charged with capital offense, example rape.

· Problems with the police: The police have very little logistics to conduct investigations; there is no crime laboratory to analyze specimens collected on crime scenes or from the victims. The police need additional training on interviewing techniques, collecting of evidence, and generally how to handle victims and accused in sexual offenses. If the Police do not conduct proper investigation, the Unit cannot properly and efficiently prosecute.

· There is an urgent need to building the skills of relevant actors (police) in evidence gathering, investigation and handling of sexual offenses.

· Getting witnesses to willingly appear in Court to testify: In most of the cases reported to the Unit, or through the Police, perpetrators are known to the victim. They include teachers, relatives, neighbors’, tenants, guardians or pastors etc. Because of the communal ties, parents and relatives of victims in many cases are not willing or refuse to appear in Court to testify.  

· The Unit does not have sufficient Prosecutors to adequately handle the voluminous case load and complaints coming to the Unit and the Police.

· Interference of the community, family members and some influential member of the community to pressurize police to arrest before investigation or without probable cause.

· Some case files lack identifying information to trace witnesses and their location.

· Some cases occurred between 2004 and 2006 and the Unit cannot trace initial Respondent.

· There is a gap for referral between the police and health care facilities.

· Lack of Emergency Victim Support.
Recommendations:
· Support for additional prosecutors to adequately cope with the increase in case load.

· Provide logistics for police - special equipment for forensic examination such as swaps, rape kits, microscope, and colposcope to facilitate evidence collection. 

· Promote inter-actors (Prosecution and Defense Counsel) Forums to improve relationship and collaboration.

· Mobilize and train a special team of Police to respond to SGBV cases.

· Provide specialized training to prosecutors and police on responding to reported cases of SGBV. 
· Foster continued coordination between SES personnel and SES employees to ensure that they are provided with the necessary tools and logistics to perform their duties professionally.
