1. Executive Summary: 

Reaching the MDG Goals requires a comprehensive focus on youth development. This is mainly because of the 8 MDGs 6 focus on the growth and development of young people, MDG1 poverty reduction, MDG2, Education, MDG 3 Gender Equality, MDG 4 infant and child Health, MDG 5 Maternal Health, MDG 6 Combat HIV/AIDS. This is one of the main reasons why youth development and empowerment is one of the major focuses of the Joint vision and the Agenda for change. 
2. Situation analysis:

Youth and Adolescent health situation in Sierra Leone:

The Demographic and Health Survey (DHS) conducted in 2008 put the maternal mortality ratio (MMR) in Sierra Leone, at 857 per 100, 000 live births and HIV prevalence rate at 1.5 per cent. Furthermore the DHS reveals that teenage pregnancy is high at 34 percent between 15 and 20 years of age. These figures indicate that some progress has been made towards achieving MDGs 3, 4 and 5, as well as the objectives stated in the President’s Agenda for Change and the goals of Joint UN Vision for Reproductive and Child Health (RCH) Strategic Plan. The census of 2004 revealed that young people although have information are slow to change their behaviours and therefore more needs to be done. 

 A major contributor to these poor figures is the lack of information and access to the services available. Although many young people have been reached with information on how to protect themselves the services are hardly available. Therefore it is the aim of this programme to strengthen the outreach capacity of the Marie Stopes Sierra Leonean to provide youth friendly services to young people in the Bombali district, Binkolo town in particular. 

This proposal seeks to focus on integrating Sexual Reproductive Health services in employment programmes for young people including adolescents.  
3. Strategies including lessons learned and the proposed project
The proposed strategies are as follows:

· Provision of quality and affordable youth friendly health services 
· Undertake behaviour change communication programmes including peer education.
