Progress:Terms of Reference have been developed to progress the 2015 Autonomy Review which should have commenced in the first quarter of 2015. This is however yet to materialise. UNDP stands ready to support the review once it is agreed by both governments when it should commence.
Baseline: Date and options for the referendum not agreed.
Target:   Date and options for the referendum agreed.     
Progress: At the moment there is no joint decision by the ABG and GoPNG on date and options for the referendum. This issue of date was raised by President John Momis at the last JSB meeting in Arawa, suggesting 2019 as a possible year for the referendum to be held. The GoPNG is of the view that more time is needed to discuss this tangibly. In  the Joint Supervisory Body meeting on 4th December in Kokopo, their Joint Technical Team agreed that the UN will be invited to support the referednum process. This is expected to be endorsed when the JSB meets in February 2016. In addition, the high level DPA ASG Mirosia Jenca's visit to Bougainville  in October may significantly strenghen the resolve of both governments to deal with the referendum with the seriousness it deserves.

Progress with this output appears to be slow despite the fact that the Autonomy Review was extensively discussed at the last Joint Supervisory Board (JSB) meeting held in Arawa in March 2015. The review should have commenced in the first quarter of 2015 but unfortunately this has not materialised. Terms of Reference have been developed for the review but a decision on commencement is yet to be made by the national government and the ABG. Traction is expected on this once the JSB meet in December this year.
Outcome progress

Given that implementation has already begun, progress has been made in achieving the outcome though various participatory consultations on the ground. The Peace and Development Advisor has held series of consultative meetings with the Department of Referendum, Peace and Veteren Affairs, Meekamuis and Hardliners which brought about the signing of a series of MOA's between the stakeholders notably the one signed on Thursday 27 Aug 2015 between the ABG and 75% of the Meekamui faction. At the National level, there is now a strenghtened relationship as indicated by the recent signing of an MoU between  National Coordinating Office for Bougainville Affairs (NCOBA) and the ABG Referendum office to establish a presence in NCOBA to enhance a joint approach to delivering the provisions of the BPA
The Bi-Partisan Referendum Committee which consists of Parliamentarians from the Bougainville House of Representatives and Papua New Guinea Parliament met for the first time on the 29th October 2015 to begin discussions on matters regarding the referendum and as indicated in the Press Release, regular meetings between the committees will be held come 2016 in furtherance of joint efforts to keep the refendum on track
Very little progress has begun towrds supporting Autonomy Arrangements as mentioned inter alia. Progress will be made when both governments agree on a finite date and direction for the review.  UNDP will support the process through the PBF.   


Reasons for low achievement and rectifying measures

Progress has been slower than expected given the late draw down of the UNPBF and both governments limited knowledge on the UN's main areas of support. Informing our implementing partners would help to address areas of duplication. Bilateral dialogue between key stakeholders from both governments also requires time and patience.  Futhermore, the delays could also be attributed to recruitment of critical staff for the programme which was a bit delayed on account of release of funds.

	Though progress appears slow due to the late start up of the project the  Parliamentary needs assesment conducted for the Bougainville House of Representative 26-30 October 2015 will offer the unique opportunity for a series of training sessions that will provide information to  parliamentarians on  the BPA and the referendum. Futhermore, the bipartisan  consultative meeting held between the national government and the ABG culminating in a joint media release is some evidence of commitment by both parliaments to work together on the referendum. A leader's referendum dialogue meeting also scheduled to have taken place on 23 November 2015 to provide the platform for discussions on the BPA and its provisions relating to the referendum, is now postponed to early 2016.  25 women candidates also trained for the 2015 Bougainville elections ( Australian funded elections project) links with this outcome

	Funding gaps: Did the project fill critical funding gaps in peacebuilding in the country? Briefly describe. (1500 character limit)
	Though very early, it has supported the start of the process of Unification as described by the ABG. This is a process to unify the factions with the ABG. A series of meetings were held in Panguna with a signing of a MoA to start organising and reconciliting with the ABG. It is too early to affirmatively report that the project has filled critical funding gaps in Peacebuliding. However, this fund will support key peacebuilding activities once it takes off on  full trottle. It will enhance parliamentarians knowledge of the BPA and processes for the referendum. It is expected that the activities it will support will strengthen the relationship between both governments to deliver the referendum within the specified timeframe of 2015-2020.

	This flagship project is expected to generate the momentum for a series of other activites within the Bougainville peacebuilding agenda. This will be the case, because most of the decisions for further action are largley  political whether  at the JSB , the Joint referendum  or the bi-partisan committee levels. The catalytic effect of this project is that  there is improved dialogue between the ABG, GoPNG, development partners and civil socity on peace building in Bougainville

	The innovative approach is the linking of the Australian supported elections project with this project outcome. This nexus will improve on the interactive sessions between the women leaders supported in the elections project and ABG Government to  promote women's  participation in leadership.

	Gender remains a very important phenomenon in the execution of the project. There are only 3 reserved seats for women in a 40 member parliament. This project will complement and build on successes of the Women in Leadership (WIL) project. Women trained in the elections project and won elections will be empowered to participate in governance decision making across the Autonomous Region of Bougainville (AROB)

The Peacebuilding fund Programme Coordinator has been recruited and in post. The M&E officer has been recruited and attended a PBSO induction training in Durban South Africa. An operations analyst is also in post and a P3 Operations Manager and 3 Project staff will be reccruited before the end of the year
