I. Introduction
The Joint Programme on Promotion of Youth Employment is a programme implemented under the framework of “Delivering as One”, with the main objective of consolidating efforts to improve youth self-employment.  It is envisaged that this will be achieved through specific support for youth initiatives, including the implementation of the Employment and Vocational Training Strategy (EVTS).  Employers’ organisations and trade unions will also be strengthened and more actively involved in the implementation of EVTS at national and local levels.  
The Joint Programme involves six agencies, namely: UNDP/UNCDF, ILO, UNHCR, UNESCO, UNIDO, FAO. The Joint Programme is coordinated by UNDP, in partnership with national organizations, namely: MITRAB, INEFP, MJD, MMAS, MINAG, MPD, MEC, INDE, MIC, OTM, CONSILMO, CNJ, FEMA, GAPI, ADELS, AIMO, CTA and selected NGOs.

This report intends to present the global progress in the achievement of proposed programme results and targets for the year 2009, as well as the constraints and challenges encountered during the implementation of the programme. 

The implementation of the programme during the period covered by the report was based on the Joint Annual Work Plan 2008/ 2009, developed by the six participating agencies and approved by the Steering Committee. The Annual Work Plan followed the pre-defined key strategies used to achieve the defined objective, which is based on the four strategic areas where the UN has been identified as having a comparative advantage, namely: (i) Policy and Advocacy; (ii) Normative and Technical Support; (iii) Capacity Development; and (iv) Civil Society Partnership.

ii. planned activities and budget for 2009
Implementation of the YE Joint Programme started in 2008. Being the first year the Joint Programme was more devoted to preparatory work and process orientation for the launch of the programme in 2009. Therefore, the 2009 Annual Work Plan included a number of activities oriented for the attainment of the objectives and targets as defined in the programme. The activities agreed on by the participating agencies, in compliance with the Joint Programme 9 Outputs, will focus on the following aspects:

· Revision and dissemination of legal instruments, international conventions, policies and strategies that concern employment in general, and youth employment in particular, as part of the advocacy efforts;
· Promotion of easy access to registry, licensing and  financial services, especially for small enterprises for youth;
· Promotion of vocational training and education that is demand-responsive; 
· Development and dissemination of training materials;

From the total planned budget of $5,147,371, the agencies committed $1,997,041 from own resources, and there was a balance of $1,268,198 carried over from 2008. This means that there was a gap of $1,882,132 that was expected to be covered by new One Fund allocations. The new One Fund allocation was only $1,148,000, about 61% of the total gap (unfunded budget). 
The total One Fund available resources for 2009 (balance from 2008 and new allocation) was $2,416,198 and from this amount, about $1,743,535 (72%) was spent.
ii. progress
II.1 Progress on Strategic Focus Area
The following section highlights the progress that has been made with regard to the four strategic areas of the Joint Programme on Youth Employment:

1. Policy and Advocacy

· Government authorities at central level and selected provinces and districts committed to the project activities on youth employment;

· Vocational and entrepreneurial activities integrated into the secondary school curriculum at the Ministry of Education and at adult education training centres in Nampula and Sofala provinces; 

· Institutions involved in the JP sensitized on youth issues, rights and needs; 

· Implementation of seven relevant studies and research on youth employment policies and opportunities. The majority of the studies were validated in a workshop. A wide dissemination and sensitization campaign, based on the finding of these studies, was delayed as a result of the involvement of the tripartite partners and youth organizations in some of the activities related to the elections. Some of the studies and the research is currently being translated into other languages to ensure wide dissemination through the web page and also more broadly in the sub-region..
2. Normative and Technical Support

· Self-employment activities based on craft industries were identified for youth employment in Nampula, particularly in Ilha de Moçambique and including LUMBO, Mossuril, Monapo, Ribaue and Nampula city as well as in Sofala (Beira city and Gorongosa and Nhamatanda districts).

· The current integrated secondary school curriculum with a vocational training package is being revised;
· In coordination with MOL (INEFP) the internship/apprenticeship regulation was elaborated, and consultation workshops were held in the 3 Provinces. The regulation has been approved by MOL and it is expected to be approved by the Consultative Council in the first semester of 2010.   

3. Capacity Development

·  Potential supply and market opportunities in the entrepreneurial craft sector were identified and youth associations were fully engaged in this process. Appropriate processing and preservation technologies for crafts resources were also identified in the three selected provinces (Nampula, Sofala and Maputo city);
· Training services provided to the youth, including Training of Trainers, in various areas including business literacy, project cycle, management, entrepreneurship, basketry, tourism, construction and SIYB;
· Training capacity increased through rehabilitation of existing training infrastructure, production and dissemination of training materials.
4. Civil Society Partnerships

· Provincial partners and their respective roles / areas of intervention in the context of this JP were identified in all three provinces (Nampula, Sofala and Maputo city), with particular emphasis given to Mutauanha (Nampula) and INEA (Sofala);   
· Partnerships were identified and strengthened with private sector companies and FSPs.
II.2 Progress on Expected Outputs

The progress made in the attainment of the key results achieved in 2009 is detailed in the matrix below. These results are in line with the Monitoring and Evaluation Framework targets as defined in the Annual Work Plan under the YE Joint programme. These include the following:
· During the year, studies on the BDSs (Business Development Services) were conducted and findings were disseminated among the youth. This effort resulted in more young people having access to the services, The BDS play an important role in the promotion of youth employment as they build the capacity of the beneficiaries of the services, assist in the business development, monitor the implementation and prepare youth to became bankable; 
· Important progress has been made with regard to the promotion of internships. The internship regulation was elaborated and it is expected to be approved by the Council of Ministers in early 2010. With the internship regulation approved, it is expected that more enterprises will take young interns and that this will provide them with some practical experience and open up further possibilities for employment; 
· The Joint Programme has contributed to building a more inclusive financial sector in Mozambique. Approaches were made to Financial Services Providers (FSP) and they were presented with proposals for innovative financial services or products that can easily benefit the rural poor, particularly the youth. In addition, financial contributions were made to youth-run businesses in the tourism and construction sectors.  The results of this initiative will still take time to be visible, as these services need to be disseminated and follow-up actions will be required to ensure that the youth take advantage of these opportunities; 
· During the year emphasis was placed on mainstreaming the business component into all economic activities. Target groups of EVTS have benefited from business management through training courses using the SIYB tool, including the provision of equipment to INEFP, as a way to strengthen its capacity in the implementation of the Employment Strategy (EVTS);  
· Activities were developed to expand the training of youth in various areas, and this included the production and dissemination of training materials, development and piloting of innovative training materials and delivery of training; 
· Despite the positive progress achieved, the project failed to meet the targets in terms of project coordination, given that the planned Technical Committee Meetings and the Steering Committee Meetings did not happen. The JP convening agencies did, however, hold their regular meetings to share information and coordinate the implementation of the Annual Work Plan.

III. constraints and challenges 
The implementation of the Joint Programme, despite the positive progress noted, was hindered by a number of constrains and challenges. One of the major constraints the delayed disbursement of One UN funds. This had a negative impact on the implementation of JP activities, as there were no agency own funds available. For instance, the second disbursement of One Fund allocations took place only in November 2009 and the third one only in December 2009. This meant that a number of activities were not implemented and will be carried over into 2010.
Another major constraint was the scrapping of the post of liaison officer between ILO and UNDP due to the lack of financial resources. Since the liaison officer was based at UNDP, with clear responsibilities for coordination of the Joint Programme, the result was that for a period of time the programme operated without effective coordination, and hence the JP coordination mechanisms that had been established did not function properly.  It was only in September 2009 that the coordination activities were resumed with the appointment of a new person from UNDP to play this role. It took this person some time to get familiarized with the Joint Programme content and processes.
The difficulties experienced in finding experts to undertake consultancy services, in particular for new areas of interventions, also had a negative impact on the implementation of the programme.

During the joint implementation of the SIYB tool, difficulties were encountered in harmonizing the ILO working methodology with the other UN Agencies. ILO tools and methodology require an intensive training approach while the other sister agencies would have preferred a simpler methodology. 
This represented a challenge to the programme in terms of adapting the tool to meet the needs of all the agencies. ILO experts have been informed and they will advise the national ILO team about potential modifications.

In order to increase access to employment opportunities for Youth the ILO, in collaboration with its partners, has created the grant “Challenge Fund” in the two provinces targeted by this project. The demand for this fund is very high and there is a challenge not only for ILO, but also to the Joint Programme as a whole, to find resources to increase the fund amount.  Gender sensitive tools should be developed as a means to attracting more young women into youth employment activities.
IV Conclusions
The general conclusion is that despite the constraints and challenges that have been described, the implementation of the programme met most of the JP expectations. For instance, the majority of targets set for 2009 were met, demonstrating that even without the necessary resources being made available on time, the agencies committed their own resources as an interim measure in order to implement the planned activities. 
The coordination process improved during 2010 year as the participating agencies exchanged information about progress on the implementation of activities, joint monitoring missions and joint activities that needed to be pursued. Coordination with the Government and Trade Union partners needs to be improved, including the functioning of the Joint Programme management bodies (the Steering Committee and the Technical Committee).
In addition, there is a need to establish a consolidated approach for project implementation among the UN agencies and improvement of the database on civil society organizations.

Introduction

The Youth Employment Promotion Joint Programme (Youth Employment programme) objective is to promote employment for youth. The main outcome, as stated in the Joint Programme document, is improved self-employment for the youth. This will be achieved through specific support for youth initiatives, including the implementation of the Employment Strategy (EVTS). Initiatives also aim to better integrate the informal sector into the formal economy, through strengthening employers’ organizations and trade unions and involving them in the implementation of EVTS at national and local level.  In order to achieve this result, capacity building activities for youth leagues, youth organizations, trade unions, employers and private sector organizations, and particularly organizations led by young women, will be implemented. These groups will be strengthened to apply, manage and report on project execution, to build partnerships and to become fully-fledged development agents. UNDP/UNCDF, ILO, FAO, UNIDO, UNHCR and UNESCO will support the various implementing partners in rolling out key activities. 
The targeted beneficiaries of the JP are unemployed young people between the ages 15-35, including school leavers and new graduates, who are searching for decent jobs and income in the urban and rural areas in both the formal and informal sectors. The direct recipients are national and local government agencies, workers’ and employers’ organizations, private enterprises, NGOs, CBOs, schools and communities, media and young students.
The Joint Programme is implemented jointly by six UN agencies, namely UNDP/UNCDF, ILO, UNHCR, UNESCO, UNIDO, FAO, with UNDP taking responsibility for programme coordination. The programme is being implemented in partnership with national organizations, including MITRAB, INEFP, MJD, MMAS, MINAG, MPD, MEC, INDE, MIC, OTM, CONSILMO, CNJ, FEMA, GAPI, ADELS, AIMO, CTA and selected NGOs. 

Based on the UNDAF Economic Development pillar, the geographical coverage of the Joint Programme activities will be in Nampula, Maputo City Province and Sofala.  
As a result of the late disbursement of funds in 2009, some of the activities planned for 2009 were not implemented and will therefore be rolled over to 2010. It is expected, however, that 2010 will be the year in which the programme will be consolidated and most of the programme outcomes will be achieved. 
Objectives

The main objectives of the Youth Employment Joint Programme for 2010 are: 
(1) To ensure the full and timely implementation of the objectives and activities defined in the Joint Programme so that the project outputs and outcomes are achieved; 
(2) To ensure that the Regional Programme on Youth Employment is integrated with the National Youth Employment Programme; and 
(3) To ensure that the coordination mechanisms established under the Joint Programme, namely the Technical Committee and the Steering Committee, are operational..
Broad Overview of Main Activities

The activities for 2010 will be developed from the YE JP project document.  It should be noted, however, that not all of the activities planned in the project will be implemented this year. 

The priority activities in 2010 will primarily be a continuation of the activities carried out in 2009, and will focus on the following broad areas:

· Production and dissemination of training material, as well as provision of training;

· Review of policies, regulations and strategies to ensure that they enable youth employment;

· Provision of support (equipment, rehabilitation of infrastructure) to training institutions;

· Review of curricula to ensure that they are oriented towards entrepreneurship;

· Promotion of access to financial services for the youth;

The Annual Work Plan Matrix that follows provides detailed information of the activities and their linkages with the programme outputs and targets. 

Budget Forecast

The implementation of the Annual Work Plan will require a total budget of $2,986,609. The participating Agencies will contribute $168,097 from their resources.  There is a balance of $672,663 from the One Fund allocations in 2009, which means that the total funding requirement from the One Fund amounts to $2,343,849.
