	An online user-friendly mapping and information dynamic mapping tool for provision of Humanitarian Common Services in a pandemic environment is created.

	The initial demonstration model of the planned interactive software has been created. The tool links close-to-real-time WFP data on food and non-food assets to a forecasting programme designed to generate on-demand pandemic outbreak scenarios. Data on logistics corridors and supply chain related information is being processed. 
The preliminary tool was presented to major UN stakeholders for additional technical and data input.

	Qualitative achievements against outcomes and results:

	Currently, full time technical experts are committed to the continued development of the aforementioned mapping tool. This technical tool can assist the relevant stakeholders in simulating the outbreak and spread of a pandemic. 
WFP is working closely with WHO and PIC to ensure the tool can be utilized in an effective manner. There is significant potential for countries teams and agencies to use this mapping tool to support simulation exercises, in the readiness phase.
Incorporated data sets are designed to interface with other sources of data. 

With additional time and resources, this tool may be further enhanced to permit additional application in the pandemic response and recovery phases, utilizing real time data.
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
