	                    During the 4th quarter under reviewed, follow up evaluation workshop
The United Nations Development Programme in collaboration with the Ministry of Justice conducted evaluation forum on courts procedures for district attorneys, City Solicitors and police Investigators. The forum was conducted in Gbarnga City, Bong County from November 28th to 5th of December 2010. The forum brought together sixty participants from selected districts of the 15 counties. It can be recalled that several nationwide in-service- trainings were conducted for district attorneys, city solicitors and other law enforcement officers during the project cycle in 2010.
