	The underlying objective of the project is catalytic, that is, to respond the immediate need of the Commission to achieve functionality as key institution of good governance,

by investigating allegations of corruption, building operational and public engagement capacity, and deterring corruption. The project, “Supporting the Liberia Anti-Corruption Commission (LACC)” seeks to address the challenges of corruption that threaten peace in  Liberia, by fostering democratic governance—good governance through the establishment of an integrity system in government, to enhance transparency and accountability in the management of state resources and assets. The scope of the project is the fifteen counties of Liberia.

	Qualitative achievements against expected results:

	 Key Outputs Achieved

Of the numerous outputs achieved, during the reporting period, the LACC and increased public awareness and participations in the fight against corruption and the establishments of institutions of integrity. Interestingly, citizens are now involved in the works of the LACC and have been contributing enormously by providing tips leading to investigations and apprehensions, etc. Additionally, staff members of the LACC, especially the Commission’s investigative Unit has an enhanced capacity as the results of past capacity building training and seminar provided. 
Next Steps:

Support to elaboration of MOUs between/ amongst institutions of integrity: Building on lessons learned, it has been agreed during the recently conducted project board meeting that support will be provided to LACC for the conduct of the remaining anti-corruption sensitization county forums and, for the elaboration of an MOU between/ amongst public institutions of integrity, including MOJ, GAC, GC, and LACC. There are yet countless needs for anti-corruption advocacy and staff capacity development initiatives/ training at the LACC, especially for the Executive Director, line managers, and other Commissioners, most of whom have not had the opportunity to benefit from past training initiatives; continued support will be provided along this conduit. 

Activities planning:  Since the beginning of 2010, the LACC had embarked two (2) important activities: The Conduct of an Interactive Forum with MOJ, GC, GAC, LACC; and the Development of National Transparency Index and Monitoring Checklist. These activities are well on course, with active involvements of CSOs. Similarly, dialogs leading to the crafting of the MOU between the LACC has completed and there are plans to conduct and complete such interactive forum during the beginning of quarter 3.  



	Challenges{If Necessary}:

	It’s important to note that during the reporting period, the LACC did make remarkable progress, including the investigation of indict, investigate and recommend for prosecution a number of alleged corruption cases across Liberia. However, there are great concerns from citizens regarding the partiality of a few cases, given that all of the Commissioners at the LACC are political/ presidential appointees, and at such could hold loyalty to the appointer(s)/ political party. Also, it’s worth noting that another major challenge is the ongoing rainy season, which could potentially delay most of the planned activities, especially in rural Liberia.
