However, the underlying causes of the conflict have not been fully dealt with, and a number of internal and external human rights challenges identified by the Truth and Reconciliation Commission still remain to be addressed if the prevailing peace and stability is to be consolidated. Low levels of enjoyment of economic, social and cultural rights remain among the biggest challenges, as does internalizing the concepts of the freedom to engage in political activity and tolerance towards differing political points of view. Others include weakness of the justice sector, discrimination against women, child labor, and gender based violence, in particular Female genital Mutilation (FGM).

This project intends to continue the support provided to the Human Rights Commission of Sierra Leone in the accomplishment of the eight goals  in its 2009-2011 strategic plan, to promote the creation of a human rights culture by increasing HRCSL’s services to the communities as per its mandate and also contribute to the implementation of the TRC recommendations.
