Narrative


The Department of the Prime Minister & National Executive Council in collaboration with the UN has developed the Nation Building Programme, which was launched in 2008 and fully began implementation in 2009. The programme focuses on nation building, crisis prevention and recovery. It supports tyhe Papua New Guinea VISION 2050, which seeks to place PNFG among the top 50 countries in the UN Human Development Index by 2050. This wok plan outlines the community security and peacebuilding activities to be implemented througout 2011. The programme aims to build the capacity of the Government of Papua New Guinea (GoPNG) at national, provincial and local level as well as supporting community level structures that can enhance security and open the way for sustainable, conflict-sensitive development.


In its support to GoPNG in 2011, the Nation Building Programme will support i) the statistical evaluation of PM Dep.'s daily crime summary 2009 and 2010 which will provide analytical data for subsequent interventions, ii) the development of a National Guns Control Implementation Strategy, iii) the development of a National Security Policy, iv) a Natural Resource Management Analysis in close collaboration with GoPNG and other stakeholders, and v) the establishment of a Small Grants Mechanism.
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
