Briefly outline the status of the project in terms of implementation cycle, including whether
preliminary/preparatory activities have been completed (i.e. contracting of partners, staff
recruitment, etc.) (1500-character limit):

Following the 28 December 2019 inter-communal clashes in EI-Geneina, which affected the security
situation, humanitarian agencies and Government have engaged in an emergency response in west
Darfur, mainly in El Geneina. The COVID-19 pandemic has now seen over 6,582 people contracting the
disease in Sudan as of 11 June; with some 401 deaths and 2,202 recovered. However, given the lack of
testing facilities, with actual numbers are thought to be much higher with the situation particularly in
rural areas which do not have the health facilities to deal effectively with the pandemic. In an attempt to
reduce community transition, restrictive measures have been imposed by Government in West Darfur
since 2 May 2020 and government has imposed a total lockdown, banned public gatherings and restricts
movement within and between states. This has made it difficult to engage communities for project
implementation.

Despite this, agencies, funds and programmes have continued to work on preparing for the
implementation of the project. The preparatory work includes the recruitment of project’s staff,
selection and contracting of partners to implement the field activities in Jebel Moon Locality, and the
review of the Project Result Framework as per the guidance received from Peacebuilding Support
Office with regard to Gender equality, women empowerment and engagement with the youth .

UNHCR has recruited an M&E Officer, in West Darfur, to support implementation in the five states;
UNICEF has engaged a Peacebuilding Consultant/Coordinator in Central Darfur to support the five
states; UNDP has advertised Land Coordinator national position in addition to the existing Rule of Law
and Livelihoods staff.

The selection and contracting of partners to implement the project activities is ongoing. UNHCR has
signed an agreement with World Relief for the Community Based Protection component, and is in the
final stage of contracting a partner for the Community Support Mechanism Projects; UNICEF is in the
final stage of selecting and contracting partners as per a Call for Expression of Interest (Eol) advertised
earlier; UNDP has identified national and international partners through an Eol process, and is in the
final stage of concluding the contracts.

Regular interagency coordination has continued, as well as with the Government. In consultation with
RCO, the Project Result Framework was reviewed in address the Gender equality, Women
empowerment and engagement with the youth; the baseline and perception surveys arrangements have
been agreed. In consultation with Wali office, verification and prioritisation of villages agreed; state level
coordination forum established; and the Wali hosted the launch of the project ceremony on 10 March
2020.

Restrictions on movement related to COVID-19 have restricted agencies’ capacity to start early
engagement with the targeted communities in the field, meaning that the project is currently off track.
However, in the next six months, it is anticipated that partners and agencies will be in a position to start
the implementation of the planned field activities including the community focused activities and
consultation; launch the established state-level Coordination Forum chaired by the Government; launch
the project in Jebel Moon; finalise preparations for and conduct the baseline as well as perception
surveys; and the profiling of targeted villages to be achieved and quickly make progress on planned
project activities.

The implementation of the field activities has not yet started; therefore, it is very early to predict or assess
any impact. However, it is already possible to attribute changing attitudes towards peace and coexistence
to acquiring new knowledge to the project. By way of example, at the end of the locality level
consultation, in Jebel Moon, last year, the community leaders from nomad and farmers were enthusiastic
about the idea of the project and about the concepts related to peacebuilding, return and coexistence and
they approach UNHCR and other partners asking for more workshops to facilitate discussion on peace
and coexistence. Furthermore, during the project’s launching ceremony in El Geneina, the Wali
emphasised on citizenship in contrast to tribalism as the way for creating peace and coexistence, and
other speakers including the General Prosecutor, Head of ElI Geneina University and the Secretary
General for Local Governance who expressed their willingness to support and engage in peacebuilding
activities and advocate for change.

Progress summary: (3000-character limit)

The preparation for project implementation is on-going including ongoing: consultations is underway
with Government, there is coordination among the involved agencies, and establishing a state-level
coordination forum has been established. The scope of outcome 1 includes capacity-building for
Government institutions; durable solutions planning at locality level; and community-based resolution
mechanisms for Land and Natural Resource Management, all of which require planning and
preparations with all stakeholders in order to establish a concrete basis for progress. Meanwhile, the
agencies have planned for activities towards achieving the desired outcome which includes activities
envisaged in the agreements with field implementing partners as well as activities to be implemented
directly by the agencies. Progress will be assessed and reported after start. Meanwhile, Results
Framework was reviewed within the scope of addressing issues of project implementation. Gender
equality, Women empowerment, and Youth engagement.

For the implementation of the outcome 1 progress was made on the consultation and coordination,
preparatory work to ensure progress in achieving outcome 1 includes the identification of targeted
villages: the work on developing the tools. Within each of the localities several villages have been
prioritized by the PBF lead agencies and the scope of addressing issues of Gender equality, Women
empowerment, and engagement with local authorities. Each village is typically part of a village cluster
of interconnected villages that often will rely on services provided in the youth.

Furthermore, while targeted villages in Jebel Moon locality have been selected, mapping in terms of
diversity and potential conflict drivers are established. In addition to having a monthly updated
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Humanitarian profile for Jebel Moon, UNHCR has protection monitoring activities in the locality and
a cross its borders with Chad. UNICEF and UNDP already have activities for other initiatives in several
villages in the locality. The three agencies have activities in Jebel Moon, and are well informed on the
situation in the locality, which will facilitate the implementation of the PBF planned activities.

The work of selecting the villages is a key step in preparing for the baseline, and a great deal of
progress has been made to that end. PBF partners agreed to combine all data collection activities in 8
localities across the five Darfur states (Tawilla, Assalaya, Yassin, Sheiria, Nertiti, Undukum, Gereida,
Jebel Moon) into one methodology approach and one coordinated data collection. Both in order to
mainstream indicators and allow for holistic analysis and to avoid overburdening communities. The
data collection will thus cover: i. the baseline for the outcome indicators, and ii. the area based
durable solutions analysis.! This work has been coordinated by the Durable Solutions Working Group
(DSWG) to ensure that the methodology developed, and evidence created supports the wider
humanitarian/development/peacebuilding nexus. The DSWG plans on using the indicators,
methodology and tools currently being developed for the PBF in other contexts.

The Joint IDP Profiling Service (JIPS) support was requested by the DSWG to design the
methodology and tool, provide quality assurance, and conduct joint analysis and reporting by locality.
It was agreed that household survey in all localities will be conducted by IOM, while the area/village
level data collection in all localities will be done by a consultancy company to be hired by UNDP.
Partners have developed a detailed research plan based on the results framework and outcome and
output indicators and the indicators needed for a durable solutions analysis. The research plan outlines
a mixed methods approach to collect the data. The household questionnaire has been developed with
input from partners. The other tools are in the process of being developed.

In addition to reviewing the Results Framework within the scope of addressing issues of Gender
equality, Women empowerment and Youth engagement, the baseline and perception surveys will
provide more data to address those themes. In addition, ensuring diversity, as well as women and youth
participation in the state and locality consultation workshops, will positively contribute to changing
attitudes towered participation inclusion.

Furthermore, strengthened agencies’ capacity to mainstream gender into programme implementation,
will contribute to achieving a better outcome in this regard. UNHCR has recruited an M&E Officer,
based in El Geneina, who is an expert in Social Development in transition contexts and will monitor
the mainstreaming of Gender Equality and Women Empowerment issues across Darfur’s five states;
UNHCR has also recruited a Durable Solution Officer, based in Khartoum, who will support the five
states in this regard. UNDP is recruiting a Gender Officer to ensure that Gender equality and Women
empowerment addressed in the five states; UNICEF has a Gender Consultant based in Khartoum who
supports the project regarding gender equality mainstreaming in the five states.

Outcome 2: Good governance is instituted at locality level and confidence of people built:

Rate the current status of the outcome progress: Off Track

Progress summary: (3000-character limit)

The scope of outcome 2 includes improving Governance system and practices; improving Security and
Rule law; and improve equitable access to and management of basic services. Progress in achieving this
outcome will affect and be affected by the grounding work under outcome 1. Therefore, ongoing
preparatory work is conducive for achieving progress under the two outcomes.

UNDRP has developed the bill of quantities (BoQs), formulated the designs for all civil works in respect
of the Justice and Security Sector institutions, particularly the Sudan Police Force (SPF), Prosecution
Office and Judiciary as well as initiation of procurement tenders. In addition, UNICEF continue to map
gaps in the provision of basic service in the target communities, and the analysis of local dynamics to
develop a conflict sensitivity approach to basic service provision and management which also address
the issues of women access to services. UNHCR continue its protection monitoring by physical
presence as well as remote monitoring using the local community networks in the locality, and jointly
monitor the border line with UNHCR in Chad where necessary. Furthermore, UNHCR now has an up
to date Humanitarian profile for the locality that reflect on the tribal mapping, protection aspects and
access to basic services in the locality which inform programming and advocacy plans.

As a result of a tribal conflict with hosting community/tribes in East Chad, a total of 27,000 Sundanese,
who had lived in East Chad since 2003, were pushed to return to Sudan-Jebel Moon locality- between
December 2019 and February 2020. UNHCR called for an Interagency assessment mission to Jebel
Moon in March 2020 to assess the needs of the returning Sudanese, who have exerted pressure on
available natural resources and services in the three receiving villages in Jebel Moon locality. The
mission’s report indicated that returnees are in need for humanitarian assistance. Furthermore, the
unplanned increase in the population of the three villages (original population was 2,370 individuals, in
total) by 27,000 individuals will increase competition on resources and services in the locality which
would extend to East Chad territories. After fully exploiting the available water resources in the
villages’ surrounding areas, in April 2020, Sudanese started going back to collect water on the Chadian
side of the borders which have triggered conflict with the tribes in the area.

UNHCR, UNICEF and UNDP have agreed to include the three affected villages in its programming for
PBF activities where possible, and under other funding streams if available. However, while looking at
stabilising the situation in the three villages, the relatively high number of returnees is likely to have a
significant impact on peace and stability in the locality as well as across the borders with Chad, which
should be addressed to ensure progress across the PBF outcomes in the locality and reduce the
possibility of relapse to conflict in the locality.
