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2. Executive Summary 

This programme will contribute to window 2: Mitigate the Socioeconomic Impact and safeguard people and their livelihoods, and Pillar 3, Economic Response and Recovery of the United Nations Emergency Appeal and facility for the impact of COVID-19 in Uganda.

The main intervention of the project is to increase access to finance to contribute to support of gender-responsive Micro Small & Medium Enterprises access to finance to enable recovery from the impacts of COVID-19 pandemic. It will also contribute to the creation of gender-responsive and climate-resilient local economies through improving access to finance and capacity enhancement for women, development of an integrated value chain enterprises and un-locking of domestic capital for public and private investments.

The programme is anchored in the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) which promote a world where people live in harmony on a safe and sustainable planet. The programme will enable Uganda to contribute to the achievement of at least 7 SDGs; specifically, SDG 1 No Poverty, SDG 5 Gender Equality, SDG 8 Decent Work and Economic Growth, SDG 9 Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure, SDG 10 Reduced Inequalities and SDG 17 Partnerships for the Goals.  The programme is aligned to the strategic intents of Uganda’s UN -Sustainable Development Co-operation Framework (UNSDC) particularly; Strategic Priority 2: Shared Prosperity in a Healthy Environment; Outcome 2.1: By 2025, people especially the marginalized and vulnerable, benefit from increased productivity, decent employment and equal rights to resources; Output 2:1.2: People, especially women and youth, have improved access to and utilize innovative practices, technologies, finances, natural and productive resources for decent employment and livelihoods.

The programme is aligned to Uganda’s National Constitution, Vision 2040 and the NDP III’s vision  and goal , Government of Uganda COVID-19 Economic Recovery Strategy and other sector policies such as the Gender Policy that promote sustainable development, gender equality, equity and economic empowerment of women and men.

3. Situation Analysis 

Anecdotal evidence shows that the COVID-19 pandemic has inflicted adverse effects on peoples’ economic livelihoods, particularly those operating in the informal economy. A Geo Poll survey reports almost half the world’s population is at risk of job loss due to COVID-19, and the Sub-Saharan Africa, categorized among the developing world, will be hit hardest. This is largely due to informal workforce, decrease in export demand and existing economic instability. In Uganda, the restrictions imposed by Government at the onset of the pandemic, including limited movement of people and vehicles, closure of non-essential trades and the 7:00pm curfew have resulted into slower economic activity and closure of some sectors such as tourism, job losses, limited access to education and training. The COVID-19 pandemic and the measures to contain it have had a negative and gender-differentiated impact on all dimensions of food security and nutrition, reduced food production and distribution capacities, decreased purchasing power and diminished access to nutritious food.  Given the sociocultural values and practices that underpin gender inequalities within households, women and girls tend to experience a reduction in their food intake quality and quantity in this type of situation. The extended global lockdown has revealed a shadow pandemic of Gender Based Violence (GBV) affecting women and girls globally occasioned by the strains on lost livelihoods. Confinement at home, under heightened levels of stress, uncertainty, and fear produced stressful environments that precipitated violence.  Women and girls have been locked down with their perpetrators which escalated GBV cases.  The poor and vulnerable women such as women market traders, street, and road-side venders [e.g. of fruits, vegetables, food stuffs] and hairdressers have been severely affected.  

With the disruption of economic livelihoods in urban centers, many adults and youth that experience job losses, can be absorbed by the agricultural sector. Access to finance, equipping women and young people with agricultural information and skills during the COVID-19 recovery interventions ought to be prioritized. Across the globe, women earn less, save less, hold less secure jobs, are more likely to be employed in the informal sector. They have less access to social protection and majority are single-parent households. Their capacity to absorb economic shocks is therefore less than that of men. 

The Local Economic Assessment - LEA [2020] conducted by UN Women, recommended investments to support irrigation projects for women in horticulture and vegetable growing; provision of labor saving technologies and support to improve on local breeds; post-harvest handling including provision of drying kits and training in post-harvest skills; value addition of agricultural produce ; Ware House System for storage of produce and identification of markets and organization of farmers into groups/cooperatives through the entire value chain. Given the above circumstances, it is therefore critically important to apply a gender lens to the design of any fiscal stimulus packages and social economic assistance programmes to achieve greater equality opportunities.

Limited Financing Mechanisms for business Enterprises

The Uganda Business Impact Survey launched in May 2020 by United Nations Capital Development Fund (UNCDF) and partners found out that 70 percent of the respondent businesses estimated their recovery time from COVID-19 shocks would take more than three months and possibly until the end of the year. Moreover, most businesses expect an increase of over 30 percent in the cost of inputs and operating costs because of COVID-19 and associated restrictions. 

Besides, there are limited financing mechanisms available to businesses enterprises especially gender sensitive businesses. For instance, the financial sector [SACCO, MFIs, Commercial banks, Local groups] with all forms of loans and other credit facilities together, accounts for only 5% of overall start-up capital for the enterprises. Fifty-four percent [54%] of small and medium size enterprises [SMEs] rely on own savings for expansion of their enterprises, 16% from local group borrowing and only 11% get funds from micro deposit taking institutions and formal banks [UNHS 2017/18]. The private sector has potential to generate private capital for investments that can address effects of climate change and unavailability of post-harvest handling and value addition facilities. 

This proposed programme is informed by the emerging realities of COVID-19 effects on the different sectors of the Uganda’s economy, more particularly on business enterprises owned and/operated by women and young people. Various discussions on the effects of COVID-19 pandemic have been held between state and non-state actors and what is evidently clear is that Uganda’s economy and peoples’ livelihood options have been severely affected. Several initiatives including those by government have been presented to promote a speedy recovery and rebuilding of the economy and peoples’ livelihood. However, promoting gender equality and women’s economic empowerment remains peripheral to overall private sector development agenda.

The programme will be implemented in 6 selected districts most affected by COVID-19 (Kampala and Wakiso in central Region; Namisindwa and Manafwa in Eastern Region; and Nwoya  in Northern Region) out of the 25 districts that underwent the LEA. Nwoya was selected on a basis of a Climate Smart Agriculture project being implemented there currently by UN Women.  It will seek to address the Structural and socio-cultural barriers impediments to women’s access to and exploitation of economic opportunities, through local public and private investments, integrating socio-economic and climate ‘resilient’ development pathways. Both the Mapping Study 2018 and LEA 2020 recognize the various challenges existing in local authorities which inhibit local economic development and economic empowerment of women. The poor and vulnerable women do not access and benefit from economic opportunities. The LGs, whilst mandated to lead and coordinate local investments, wealth creation and increasing citizens’ income levels, experience weak analytical capacities for gender and equity prioritization in the development plans and budgets. Besides, the plans and budgets are perpetually under-financed. Both the private sector and LGs have not prioritized identification of innovative local finance sources to enable them respond to local development challenges affecting women.

Besides supporting women and youth in having a gender responsive gender responsive access to financial opportunities, emphasis will be put on the promotion of women farmers in the development of an integrated value chain ranging from of cereals production to and fruit trees establishment value addition and branding. Of select niche enterprises.   This intervention will be in production of cereals (Maize, sorghum, millet, simsim, beans and Fruits production and other crops that will support the diversification of incomes. In doing so, this project will build upon the findings and lessons learnt from the fruit trees and cereal production project in Nwoya. a good example and an opportunity for adoption and engaging beneficiaries through formation of women cooperative. Where perennial fruit trees are integrated with cereals for livelihood enhancement and income generation all through the season. The fruit trees and other agroforestry will be introduced to provide income, foods, animal feed and low emissions for environmental protection efforts. Income.
4. Strategies, including lessons learned and the proposed joint programme What is the specific need/problem the intervention seeks to address? 
The programme adopts a holistic and integrated approach that brings together human rights, gender equality and women empowerment and development financing into local economic development processes. By emphasizing human rights principles, the programme will ensure that interventions support the capacity of duty bearers (primarily government authorities) to meet their obligations and of the targeted people (both men and women) to equally claim their rights as well as perform the necessary responsibilities. The programme respects and promotes rights of women and men, girls, and boys by promoting equal participation, non-discrimination and accountability as well as ensuring that programme services, goods and facilities are available, accessible, acceptable, adaptable and ensure safety for all. Access and control of the proceeds and benefits for the women beneficiaries will be at the core of the project design and implementation in order to build their resilience during the COVID-19 pandemic period and after.

The programme adopts a male-engagement strategy aimed at eliminating i] negative social-cultural norms that discriminate women and girls from access to and control of productive resources and economic opportunities; ii] prevalence of gender-based violence associated to economic empowerment programmes that target women and iii] negative masculinities among men and boys in local communities. 

Further, the programme will support LGs to create an enabling environment for women’s economic participation through use of public investments to boost gender-responsive private sector development. It builds upon the comparative advantages, complementary competencies and synergies of UN Women, UNDP and UNCDF in advancing women economic empowerment. 

The project will utilize the Public Private Partnership approach to harness full participation, inclusive growth, and benefits for, particularly the women beneficiaries.  Efforts will be made to strengthen the management of the women farmers cooperatives by supporting them to access credit and attaining transformational business and leadership skills, institutional strengthening as well as advocacy and lobbying skills.
UN Women will 

•
Support the linkage of women farmers’ cooperative engaged in cereal production to access micro credit facility, through mobile money technology.

•
 Support women farmers cooperatives to access MFI’s and FIs to provide financing to implement Climate Smart Agriculture through integrated crop and fruit trees enterprises.

•
Support women farmers’ cooperative in business development services 

Through developing business planning skills and entrepreneurship, soft skills. Training programmes in Financial Literacy and basic savings and loans management. Build leadership skills and improve self-esteem. Linkages with Financial Institutions – through UNDP to access such funds for implementing CSA project and educating women and girls of existing financial schemes. Formation of SACCOs, or savings cooperatives schemes and linkage to commercial banks that will finance the women focused project.

The capacity building component will include institutional strengthening through advocacy, lobbying skills. A male engagement strategy will further be employed to ensure that they support their spouses in case of the married beneficiaries as well as ensuring that the beneficiaries acquire the land user rights since most of the land is owned and controlled by men. Capacity strengthening will be an inclusive process, targeting farming households rather than women alone, so they jointly plan and use household income for the benefit of their family, voluntary savings and training will be encouraged targeting household units.
United Nations Capital Development Fund (UNCDF) component objective will be to enhance access to capital for gender-responsive Businesses Enterprises by Supporting Gender-responsive Start-Ups and MSMEs to access concessional finance from MFIs and FIs to promote WEE. UNCDF will support gender responsive agri-business MSMEs to re-assess and prioritize their business strategies and operations to ably survive the short and long-term effects of COVID-19 pandemic. It will also provide relevant business development services support /Technical Assistance to enable gender responsive MSMEs to overcome capacity gaps, adjust business processes and models to sustain continued operations during and beyond COVID-19 pandemic.

Selected gender responsive agri-business MSMEs will be supported to access available relief and concessional funding from Stanbic Bank and other FIs in form of working capital and capital expenditure ranging from US$5,000 – US$ 20,000.

United Nations Development Program (UNDP) will seek to enhance access to innovative micro loans and markets through online trading platforms for women and youth Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises.
 And establishing partnerships between Banks, SACCOs, agricultural cooperatives and trade associations, and Telecom companies for mobile money based micro credit and connecting MSMEs to e-commerce platforms for women youth led MSMEs.

6. Management and Coordination Arrangements
UN Women  will play a key role and put in place a mechanism for implementing the programme by  selecting a value chain that will be promoted by a niche market and this will be promoted by an identified  private sector  who will identify women farmers organized in cooperatives, the women cooperative farmers capacities developed through acquiring  relevant  climate smart technologies, agronomics as well as quality inputs to ensure that they produce the necessary  quantalities and quantities required. Contract farming modality will be used to guarantee market and a competitive price that will motivate the women beneficiaries to produce. A male engagement strategy will further be employed to ensure that they support their spouses in case of the married beneficiaries as well as ensuring that the beneficiaries acquire the land user rights since most of the land is owned and controlled by men.

COVID-19 Standard Operation Procedures will be strictly observed during the implementation of this programme. Further, UN Women will ensure the programme will support LGs to create an enabling environment for women’s economic participation through use of public investments to boost gender-responsive private sector development. It builds upon the comparative advantages, complementary competencies and synergies of UN Women, UNDP and UNCDF in advancing women economic empowerment. 

The project will utilize the Public Private Partnership approach to harness full participation, inclusive growth and benefits for particularly the women beneficiaries.  Efforts will be made to strengthen the management of the women farmer’s cooperatives by supporting them in attaining transformational leadership skills, institutional strengthening as well as advocacy and lobbying skills.

The three implementing UN agencies will work closely to implement the proposed interventions through a project steering committee formed by the three agencies. Each agency will have distinct but interlinked activities with UNCDF responsible for supporting the identified gender-responsive Start-Ups and MSMEs to access concessional finance from MFIs and FIs to promote WEE; UN Women Linking women farmers to niche markets through their cooperatives while UNDP responsible for establishing partnerships between Banks, SACCOs, agricultural cooperatives and trade associations, and Telecom companies for mobile money based micro credit and connecting MSMEs to e-commerce platforms for women youth led MSMEs.

UNCDF will specifically utilize the existing START facility management structures and systems to identify and support gender responsive startups and MSMEs to address their gaps and prepare bankable project proposals for funding. 

7. Fund Management Arrangements
The UN Uganda MPTF uses a pass-through fund management modality where the Multi-Partner Trust Fund Office acts as the Administrative Agent (AA) of the Fund.  

The Administrative Agent will:

Make disbursements to Participating UN Organizations from the Fund Account based on instructions from the Steering Committee, in line with the budget set forth in the Programme Document.

Each UN organization is entitled to deduct their indirect costs on contributions received according to their own regulation and rules, taking into account the size and complexity of the programme. Each UN organization will deduct a maximum of 7% as overhead costs of the total allocation received for the agency.
