Qualitative achievements against objectives and results 

	-Staffing of the Gender Statistics Unit to provide technical, administrative and logistical support in project implementation, and to ensure national ownership, a stakeholder-driven process, and sustainability beyond the project’s completion through the recruitment of three national project personnel 
-In First National Workshop on Gender Statistics, 25 users and producers of statistics trained on production of gender statistics.  In addition, core gender issues and indicators were also identified and recommended in the final report.

-Improved knowledge and skills in engendering statistical work, producing gender statistics, and use of instruments for the measurement of women’s work through a three-day training workshop on time-use surveys.  Seven national statistical staff from the Gender Statistics Unit and COSIT trained on concepts, definitions, methodologies and good practices in the planning, design, and implementation of time-use surveys, and the analysis of time-use data and report writing.

-During the Workshop on the Design of National Strategies for the Development of Statistics:  Mainstreaming Gender in Sectoral Statistics, the participants were trained on the PARIS21 guidelines for the development of statistics and how to mainstream the gender perspective in sectoral statistics. Participants were able to put to use the concepts introduced by partaking in a number of working group exercises that included undertaking a SWOT analysis of their respective country’s statistical system and preparing their country’s statistical vision, mission and priority areas.
-Six participants from COSIT were trained on DevInfo software which increases their capacities in compiling, disseminating and exchanging data and metadata.  The DevInfo provides COSIT with a tool for effective working partnership among different data producers and it facilitates exchanging a unified official statistics to relevant Agencies and the Regional Commission in the region.  It insures invaluable contribution by experts from COSIT in applying similar terminologies and being fully involved in the process of data collection and compilation. This will impact the databases of MDG Info and Gender Info databases in Iraq being developed.
-Study tours were also organized for the Gender Unit and COSIT as stated above.
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
