	Project Description

The access to land has become the main cause of conflicts at the community level and is at the basis of socio-political crises. Above 80 % of conflicts registered in courts are land conflicts. Since 2002, the repatriation of more than 300,000 Burundians are deprived of their property, often destroyed or occupied by other persons and this is a source of a potential new conflict. This risk has also been identified by the Arusha Peace Accord and renewed in the Constitution. To facilitate the return of returnees and internal displaced persons, the Government created in July 22, 2006, a National Commission of Lands and other Property. The project will strengthen the capacities of the Commission which will start the inventory and the regulations of the urgent land disputes notably those related to the resettlement of the more stricken people.

	Global Goal

Promote a peaceful coexistence within the populations by a stable reintegration of stricken persons.

Immediate Objective

Strengthen the institutional capacities of the commission in order to allow it to resolve land disputes.



Outputs, Key Activities and Procurement
	Outputs:

1. The institutional capacities of the Commission are strengthened, in particular in the management of land disputes

2. A system of resolution of land disputes based on a community approach and favouring reconciliation is implemented

3. The resolution of land disputes in progress is simultaneously initiated to allow the stricken persons (widows, orphans, persons living with HIV/AIDS, etc) to have access to the land for their resettlement.

Key Activities:

1. Strengthen the institutional capacities of the Independent Commission of Human Rights

2. Register of land disputes and the getting back of state-owned lands irregularly acquired.

3. Initiate the resolution of pending land disputes and new ones for the benefit of the more stricken (widows, orphans, HIV/ AIDS persons, etc)
